There has been considerable talk 
about the resumption of relations be­
tween the two countries since the re­
cent visit to Moscow of Edouard Her- 
riat, former minister of national sub­
sistence and labor. >

The government has contended, how­
ever, that M. Herriofs visit was en­
tirely personal end that France was 
in no way bound by any negotiations 
undertaken by him.

M. De CheviUy, who spoke for 
France, at The Hague conference last 
July, left for Moscow today. It was 
reported that his visit was to be in 
the "nature of a more or less semi­
official mission and that he would 
deavor to ascertain whether Moscow 
would be disposed to accept condi­
tions that would make a resumption 
of relations possible.

À Nice, Feb. 22—Théophile Delcasse, 
eminent French statesman and former 
Minister of Foreign Affairs, died sud­
denly here last evening.

M. Delcasse left his hotel during the 
day to convey his sympathy to Min­
ister of Marine Raiberti on the occasion 
of the death of the minister’s mother. 
After this visit M. Delcasse apparently 
in good health, returned to the hotel 
where he had been passing several 
months. Death came with great sud­
denness in the course of the evening.

Mme. Delcasse was prostrated by the 
shock of her husband’s death.

This was 
disclosed yesterday at a conference be­
tween Premier Theunys of Belgium 
and M. Poincare, French Prime Mini­
ster, in which the ministers of finance, 
war, public works, and of liberated re­
gions and also Marshal Focb took part,

Paris, Feb. 21.—The Ruhr and Rhine- i 
land railways are to be Joined up with 
improved military and civilian organi­
zation. General Dégoutté will continue 
in control but the new administration 
will come directly under Franco-Bel- 
gian experts. It will begin to function 
as soon as the discussions between the 
French and British relative to the 
Cologne area are concluded.

The effect of preventing Germany 
from securing Ruhr metallurgical pro­
ducts was discussed, and it was pointed 
out that without the possibility of ex­
porting such products, Germany would 
find herself unable to obtain foreign 
money at least from that source- The 
further point developed that with such 
stocks accumulating, the Allies were in 
a position toy seise and sell them for 
their own profit, as a reprisal for Ger­
man resistance.

French Troubles Continue.
London, Feb. 22.—A despatch to the 

Times from Dortmund says the French 
party evacuated Gelsenkirchen yester­
day and that it is reported they will 
completely evacuate the town today.
Also after seizing the rolling stock, 
they evacuated the Bochum station and 
neighboring stations today..

French troops with tanks 
fore the opera house in Bochum yes­
terday as a performance of “WilUara 
Tell” was beginning and drove out the 
audience, who departed singing patriot­
ic songs. There was a rather long list 
of expulsions and court-martials sen­
tences than usual. A large number of , 
railway officials were sentenced to short 
terms by the Mayence court-martial for 
having been Instrumental in the pay­
ment of the wages of the railway men 
on strike. Herr Tbeisse, president of 
the District Court at Kreuznach, was 
sentenced to a fortnight’s imprisonment 
for having refused to admit to the pris­
on persons sentenced there by the 
French.

It is reported that the Belgians have 
occupied two important coal mines 
north of Dorsten.

Reports from Essen say that further 
drastic measures by the French there 
are expected, including the seizure of 
the railway station, and that great an­
xiety prevails.
Events In Mayence.

Mayence, Feb. 22.—The strike of pos­
tal employes continues, but negotiations 
looking to a settlement are proceeding 
between the strikers and the French 
authorities. Last night the telegraph 
lines between Mayence and Paris, Ber­
lin and Prague were cut.

The Mayence banks reopened yester­
day after a 24 hour strike.

London, Feb. 22—A despatch through 
French sources reported that twenty 
thousand unemployed assembled in the 
town of Munichen-Gladhach, in Rhen­
ish Prussia, not far from Duesseldorf, 
demanding work. They were dispersed 
by a large force of security police arm­
ed with swords and clubs. Some of the 
demonstrators were wounded.

Republicans Issue Decree.
Dublin, Feb. 22.—The Republican
