“*S are the findings of a sub-committee of the

House Committee on Expenditures in the 
Interior Department. The author of the 
reftort is Repreeentative Hensley of Mis­
souri and the rumor is that some time 
before the conclusion of this session the 
full committee will make public ite con­
clusions. During the past two years many 
charges against Senator Warren have been 
filed with various members of congress. 
These charges are to the same general ef­
fect, namely:

That the chairman of the Appropria­
tions Committee has been making use of 
his official position in Washington to fur­
ther his own personal fortunes. Another 
story, which has been' under investiga­
tion by the House Committee on Expendi 
turee in the War Department, of which 
Representative Helm of Kentucky is chair­
man, is that Senator Warren has been pas­
turing his sheep on land purchased by the 
government at hie request for a rifle 
range, and that the washings from the 
land thus used by Warren’s flocks have 
poisoned the Cheyenne water supply, giv­
ing typhoid fever to many of the resid­
ents.

So far ae can now be learned, the House 
Committee is not contemplating any ac­
tion other than making the report. The 
chairman of the committee, Representative 
Grahame of Illinois, is now on his way 
to Washington from Seattle, where he has 
been sitting in the Hanford case. Repre­
sentative Mondell of Wyoming, a member 
of what is known as the "Warren 
chine,” is also a member of the Expendi­
tures in the Interior Department Commit­
tee. It is stated that the information on 
which the report is based was collected by 
inspectors in the employ of the govern­
ment, but that both Secretary Hitchcock 
and President Roosevelt rejected their 
briefs, which the committee now finds to 
be warranted by facts.

The price of shoes is to be ad­
vanced.
Montreal declare that the present prices 
will be increased from 10 to 20~per cent, 
as the result of a general advance in the 
cost of all materials which enter into the 
making of shoes. Leather, especially, has 
soared, and is. still on the upward trend.

The increase in prices will apply particu­
larly to the styles for the spring of 1913. 
All the manufacturers are making their 
sales for the coming spring at the advanced 
rates. While the raise in prices applies 
especially to the coming spring goods, it is 
affecting the prices at present. Hereafter, 
Mr. Consumer will have to pay $5.30 for 
the same shoe he has heretofore paid $5, 
for, and $4 for the article he has former­
ly secured for $3.50. Cheaper goods will 

.advance in proportion.
There has been a tremendous advance 

in the price of leather, particularly calf­
skin, shoes made of which will be most 
greatly affected by the change. The price 
of sole leather has gone up from one to 
two tents per pound, and the trimmings, 
such as the fabrics and sheepskin used in 
finishing shoes on the inside, have been 
growing more costly. For the past two 
years the price of leather has been mount­
ing upward gradually until the situation 
has reached its present critical stage.

Ottawa, July 31 —John Williamson is 
sixty years old on next September 4th.

Until Saturday last, he had never seen 
a train, a motor boat, an electric car, a 
statue and many other things. ,

It was the first trip of the Chateau 
Laurier motor boats up the canal Satur­
day morning. An old man bought a tick­
et and took hie seat in the boat.

When the engine showed eigne of move­
ment the passenger got nervous. Noticing 
this the engineer spoke to him, and grad­
ually his history came out.

Williamson is a Scotchman who was 
bom in a little settlement called Port­
land. Drive to Gatineau Point, then a 
mile east, then turn at Payment's corgsr 
and drive ten miles north and you reach 
Portland. As the crow flies it is but 11 
miles from Ottawa.

Williamson, according to the story he 
told the engineer is a spendthrift. When 

i beard of Ottawa, 
and resolved to go there. But, although 
he got a good salary, as salaries go in 
Portland, he never got enough money to­
gether to come here. Year after year 
something happened, and hie money dfa&p- 
peared.

Last March Williamson’s wife died, and 
he resolved to come to Ottawa this year. 
He reached here Saturday, and he started 
in to have a good time by several electric 
car trips and by a motor boat trip. To 
the engineer of the motor boat he confid­
ed that he was not in Ottawa half a day 
before he had epent thirty-three centa.

“I want to see some ‘images,’ ” said 
Williamson, and the motor boat engineer 
thinking the man wanted to see some of 
the figures in the Ottawa churches, took 
him down to the Basilica. But it turned 
out that the man wanted to see some of 
the statues on Parliament Hill, and a later 
trip was necessary.

PRESCOTT IS r
London, July 31—New Testament stu­

dents and critics are awaiting with inter­
est the forthcoming publication by the 
Cambridge University Press of “.The 

«Epistle to the Hebrews, .an Experiment in 
Conservative Revision,’ by “Two Clerks.”

The experiment is a sequel to a memor­
ial recently presented to the Archbishop of 
Canterbury by a deputation headed by Bis­
hop Boyd Carpenter and the Dean of Nor­
wich. This memorial was extensively 
signed by scholars of all denominations, 
professors and tutors of the universities, 
heads of great schools and others. It in­
vited the Archbishop to appoint a commit­
tee to correct the authorized version of the 
.New Testament “in those places only 
where it was erroneous, misleading or ob­
scure.”

In reply the Archbishop expressed the 
wish that the petitioners would provide a 
tpecimen to exhibit the kind of revision 
which they desired and suggested the Epis­
tle to the Hebrews as the most desirable 
Jar the purpose.

Baltimore, July 31—One hundred and 
thirteen carrier pigeons, the pick of east­
ern flocks, were liberated on the roof of 
the twelfth floor of the Hibernia Bank 
building at New Orleans, yesterday after­
noon at 1.30 o’clock and are now in their 
way to Baltimore in an attempt to break 
the world’s record for long distance fly­
ing. In addition to the big prizes which 
will go to the owners of the winners, about 
$35,000 will change hands on the results.

The contestants include entrants from 
the Tells Point, Hamden, Baltimore and 
Belmont clubs, all of Baltimore. Among 
the racers is one bird that has a record 
of 1,628 yards—just a trifle under a mile— 
a minute.

Baltimore financiers predicted tha*. the 
first bird to reach that city would arrive 
in less than three days, which would break 
all records. The last of a group of pig­
eons sent from New Orleans to Baltimore 
a few years ago did not arrive for a week, 
while the first to cross the tape reached 
there in five days.
