FATHER WISSIL
NOTED MISSONER,
60 IN STNTES

Was Pioneer of Redemptorists m‘
Their Work in St. John—Suc-
cumbed to Paralysis

Word’ received ‘this week, telling of:
the death of a priest well known in St.|
John some years ago, Rev. Father Joseph
Wissel, C. 88. R., caused much regret
amongst a large number of Catholic people
not only in 8t. John but throughout the.
Maritime Provinees and Newfoundland,
where he was the first Redemptorist to.
conduct a mission. His death occurred’
suddenly in Wilkesbarre, Pa., where he!
was giving a retreat, He succumbed to al
stroke of paralysis.

He was the oldest priest in the Order of
the Most Holy Redeemer in America,,
baving reached his 82nd year. He was a'
pioneer in mission work, Had he lived
until March of next year he would have|
been sixty years a priest, which is a record |
attained by few, particularly in the ranks!
of the Redemptorists where the duties of
office are so exacting.

Father Wissel was a native of Bavaria

man. He was ordained by Bishop Newman
in 1853. He soon. gave promise of being!

sioners in the Redemptorist congregation,
being recognized as an able and forceful
speaker and having a personality which
endeared him to all with whom he came
in contact. With some other missioners
he came to 8t. John in 1883 and conducted
a most successful mission in the cathedral
and later went to Nova Scotia and New-
fqundland for the same purpose. During
his career as a priest he had been station-
ed in many places, having been for a time
in all of the principal cities of the United
States where there are Redemptorist
!mnses, and for the last ten years had been
in St. Peter’s church, Philadelphia.

He was one of the most prominent cler-
gymen in the order to which he belonged
and his advice was regarded with esteem
in many matters. While of late years he
had not gone ‘out on missions he had been
active in church work considering his ad-
vanced age. His name is known in almost
all parts of the United States where Re-
demptorist missioners have carried the
Word of God, just as it is fondly recalled
and his memory revered by those to whom
he preached thirty years ago on his mission
to St. John.
