The electors of St, John pronounced in!
no uncertain terms at_the polls yesi:erdayl
that they were dissatisfied with the pres-
| ent system of eivic governgnént when they!
voted for the adoption of the commission
form of government by ‘3,803 votes to 1,647,
a clear majority of 2,246. It was a great
popular victory, and the men who haye
been working for mignths to educate !.he
people on the mexits”of the commission
plan were much gratified at such a splen-
did expression of approval of the plan.
Every ward gave a majority, even to t'l_le
alleged strongholds of the opposition in
the north and west ends.

To the workers who had been feeling!
the pulse of the people on this question
for some time the result was not surpris-
ing, but it was a genuine surprise to a
great many people that the proposal for
the city to contribute $300,000 towards the
construction of a bridge across the harbor
received such hearty endorsation, and
Alderman Scully, the father of the bridge
scheme, was one of the happiest men in
the city last night as he watched the re-
turns come in. All but three wards \‘o\ed
in favor of the project by substantial ma-
jorities; Queens ward gave a tie vote and
Dukes and Victoria went against it by
small margins.

WASHINGTON CONGRESS
ON HYGIENE AND
DEMUGRAPHY

Washington, April 19—In the autumn
of 1912, no matter how hot the presiden-
tial contest, or other ‘“manoeuvers,” we
must ‘“‘take our time” for a world’s par-
liament of healtn. During the last week
of September, the rulers of the country
must wear glad raiment of hospitality;
for the President of the United States,
acting under an act of the congress there-
of, has invited all the nations that he
knows to send representatives to the fif-
teenth international congress on hygiene
and demography, to be held in Washing-
ton, September 23-28, 1912. And the na-
tions are comhng—all of them—not even
excepting the nations now said to be
“gnarling at eaech other’s heels.”

The congress of the United States start-
ed this important undertaking by a joint
resolution passed in February, 1907, au-
thorizing an invitation which was form-
ally presented to the Iourteenth Interna-
tional Congress on Hygiene and Demog-
raphy, meeting in Berlin, in September
of the same year. More recently the
president has confirmed the invitation by
a circular letter of the state department,
directing the American diplomatic repre-
sentatives to.invite the governments. to
which they are accredited. :

The department of state has created an
American committee on organization, com-
posed of fifty persons well known for their
official and scientific work in relation to
public Health and vital statistics. This
committee is under the chairmanship of
Mr. Huntington Wilsan, assistant secre-
tary of state.

President Taft is honorary president of
the congress, and the active president is
Dr, Henry P. Walcott, of Boston, presi-
dent of the Massachusetts State Board of
Health." 4

Another joint resolution of congress ap-
proved January 24, 1910, authorized the
president to invite all the states to par-
ticipate in this congress. This has been
done by. a circular letter of the depart-
ment, of state addressed to the governors
of the sfates and territories. This invita-
tion is mweant to reach the governments of
cities, and says expressly that the presi-
dent will be pleased if the invitation is
so understood. The governors are asked
to appoint each a committee of five'per-
sons to/co-operate with the committee on
| brganization in preparing the exhibition.

The exhibition “will be an important
feature of the congress. It will illustrate
all the important phases of public health
work, and - the registration of vital stas
tistics.  The director of the exhibition
will be Dr. J. 'W. Schereschewsky, of the
United States public health service.
