LUNDY'S LANE.

The officer’s button of the 89th reg't,
which was recently found in a grave on
the battle field of Lundy’s Lane, and
which Mr. Lane of this city now has in
his p ion, is ani ing reminder
of a conflict gallantly fought in defence of
Canada, and of which every Canadian
has reason to feel proud. The battle of
Lundy’s Love was fought on the 25th
July, 1814, between the hours of 6 p. m.
and midaight, and it was the most ob
stinately contested battle of the whole
war. More than seventy-seven years
have passed since then,and perhaps there
is now not one man alive of the thou-
sands, who took part in the conflict, yet,
to the people of Ontario at least, the
memory of that field is still fresh and
green, and it is never likely to wax dim.
‘What patriotic heart can forget a battle
fought on the soil of Canada for the lib-
erties of its people, and resulting in a
glorious trinmph for the British arms.

The 89th. Regt. was almost 500 strong
at Lundy’s Lane, and, as it was in the
centre, it had to endure the fiercest of
the battle. Its losses amounted to 2 of-
ficers and 27 non commisgioned officers
and men killed ; 11 officers and 177 non
commissioned officers and men wound-
ed ; 9 men missing, and one officer made
prisoner. The officer who was made
prisoner was Capt. Gore ; the two officers
killed Capt Spunner and Lieut. Latham,
o that the button belonged to one or the
other of these men, but to which can
perhaps never be known. These two
brave men fought and died for their
country and were buried in an unknown
grave; and all that remains of their
memory is the seldom read official des-
patch which records the fact that they
were killed at Lundy’s Lane. Some idea
of the severity of the conflict and of the
part that the 89th. Regt. took in it may
be gathered from the following extract
from General Drammond’s official des-
patch :

In the reiterated and determined at-
tacks which the euemy made on our
centre, for the purpose of gaining, at once,
the crest of the position, and our guns,
the steadiness and intrepidity displayed
by the troops allotted for the defence of
that post, were never surpassed ; they
consisted uf the 2d battalion of the 89th
reﬁiment, commanded by Lieutenant-
Colonel Morrison, and after tbe lieuten-
ant-colonel had been obliged to retire
from the field by a severe wound, by
Major Clifford; a_detachment of the
royal Scots, under Lieutenant Hemphill,
and after he was killed, Lieutenant
Fraser; a detachment of the 8th, (or
Kings,) under Captain Camgbel]; light
company 41st regiment, under Captain
Glew ; with some detachments of militia
under Lieutenant-Colonel Parry, 103rd
regiment. These troops repeatedly,when
hard pressed, formed round the colors of
the 89th regiment, and invariably re-
pulsed the desperate efforts made against
them. On the right, the steadiness and
good countenance of the 1st battalion
royal Scots, under Lieutenant Gordon, on
some very trying occasions, excited my
admiration. The king’s regiment, 1st
battalion, under Major Evans, behaved
with equal fgallantry and firmness, as
did the light company of the royals, de-
tached under Captain Stewart; the gren-
adiers of the 103, detached under Cap-
tain Browne ; and the flank companies
of the 104th, under Captain Leonard ; the
Glengarry light infantry, under Lieuten-
ant-Colonel Battersby, displayed most
valuable qualities as light troops ; Colon-
el Scott, Major Smelt, and the officers of
103d, deserve credit for their exertions
in rallying that regiment, after it had
been thrown into momentary disorder.

The reader will observe that the
province of New Brunswick was repre-
sented at Lundy’s Lane by the flank
companies of the 104th regiment but they
escaped with comparatively slight losses,
one man killed and five wounded. Their
fatal day came later when they lJost 54
men in the assault at fort Erie to whose
shelter the American army fled after its
defeat at Lundy’s Lane. In the des-
patch of the American General Brown,
giving an account of the battle of Lundy’s
Lane the following sentence occursi—

The Canadian volunteers, commanded
by Colonel Wilcox, are reported by
(ieneral Porter as having merited and
eceived his approbation.

On looking at the return of casualties
in the battle we find that one of these
Canadian volunteers was killed, two
were wounded and eight were missing,
from which it may be inferred that these
traitors to their country and their flag
were better at running away than at
fighting. But the reader will naturally
inquire “who were the Canadian
volunteers and who was Colonel Wil-
cox?” Wilcox was the prototype of John
V. Ellis, editor of the Globe. Wilcox
prior to the war of 1812, was the editor
of a newspaper published in Toronto,
and a member of the Legislature of
Upper Canada. He was, like Ellis, an
advocate of annexation and his paper
was devoted to showing that manifest

destiny required Canada to become a
part of the United States. During the
time that war was pending, he was in
communication with the enemies of Can-
ada and his representations had, no
doubt, much to do with the project of
invasicn, for he made his American
friends believe that Canada was
ready to hanl down the British
flag as soon as the American
army crossed the borders, Wilcox took
part inthe deliberations of the Leglisla-
ture of Upper Canada jost before the
American invasion, but finally finding
that his treason was discovered stole a
horse from Capt. Ryerson and fled to
the States where he organized the so
called Canadian volunteers. This trait-
or afterwards,as has been seen, took part
in the invasion of Canada; he escaped
scatheless at Lundy’s Lane but was
killed a few days later &t Fort Erie. The
curious similarity between the career of
Wilcox and that of Ellis is worthy of
particular notice.

No doubt if Canada should be invaded
by an American army Ellis would fly to
the camp of her enemies, but we doubt
ifhe would return as one of the invaders.
Wilcox though a bad man, seems to have
possessed personal courage which is a
quality in which Ellis is deficent,judging
from his craven conductat Fredericton
in the contempt case.

THE END OF BALMACEDA.

Balmaceda, who at the beginning of
this year seemed securely seated as
ruler of Chili, has been unable to sur-
vive his defeat and the overthrow of his
government and has ended his career by
suicide. His death will bring to an end
those intrigues that were on foot to give
the United States a preponderating in-
fluence in the affairs of Chili to the
injury of England. Balmaceda was an®

‘E‘: anglophobist and his fall is a distinct

gain to British influence in South
America. No friend of good govern-
ment need lament Balmaceda’s extinc-
tion as & political force, for he belonged
toa type of rulers which can well be
spared.

The growth of the Gazerre in circu-
lation and advertising has been so0
steady and continuons this year that we
have not thought it necessary to make
many references to it. On the 16th
August last year we were able to state
that the sales of the paper up to that
date had been as great as during the
whole of the year 1%89. Daring the
last four months of 1890 the circulation
of the Gazerre advanced by leaps and
bounds, but notwithstanding that fact
we are able tosay today that the sales
of the GazeTTE up to last Saturday night
were greater than for the whole of 1890.
In other words the Gazerte has sold as
many papers in 223 publication days
this year as it did in 310 publication
days last year. What other St. John
paper has ever been able toshow a record
like this ?

Financial.

Henry Clews & Co. report New York,
September 19:—

We are in the midst of a progressive
improvement, and each day bringssome
new stimulus to the buoyancy of the
prevailing boom. Within the past week,
for instance, we have had a government
crop report of unexpectedly high aver-
ages of the condition of the unharvested
cereals, large increases in the earnings of
the railroads, the beginnings of imports
of gold from the Continent of Europe,
and a bank statement favorable to ease
in money; and in the meantime there
are no unfavorable circumstances ap-
pearing, while the market was wholly
unaffected by the Mitylene incident. In
this sense, it may be said that much of
the bulling comes from the course of
events, and in any case it cannot be
denied that such a favoring drift of
occurrences strongly reinforces the
saaguine bull party while it induces
caution on the other side of the market.
This tendency might be less important if
there were the caution usual at this sea-
son of the year about the course of the
money market; but, the reflux of gold
from Europe having already set in, the
money prospects are an element of en-
couragement rather than discourage-
ment. Perhaps the sole faclor that can
be regarded as seriously suggestive of
distrust is the grave condition of Euro-
pean politics arising from Russia’s
coercion of Turkey in relation to the
passage of the Dardanelles. That may
prove to be a very grave question for
the great powers; but to, the United
States it could only bring important ad-
vantages in an increased demand for our
investments and, in the event of war, for
our food products. Nor is the negotiat-
ion of Russia’s loan in Paris calculated
to appreciably affect Americian invest-
ments in Europe, as the loan will have
to be taken almost exclusively by French
citizens, who hold but few of our securi-
ties.

With so many elements in favor of the
New York market and so few, or virtual-
ly none, against it, it must be admitted
that the prospect of making any adverse
impression on current prices is not very
encouraging to the bears and those who
may be temporarily working in line
with them;and it would not be sur-
priging should those who are waiting for
a downward turn in prices have to wait
until some farther advdnce has been
made. But it is doubtful whether at the
moment this probability is clear enough
to warrant buying. A noteworthy
feature [of the market is its broadening
character, stocks which have been long
neglected now springing into activity.
In part this is due to the development of
the speculative spirit, and in part to the
improved financial condition of the
various roads. The trunk lines are all
reporting large gains in earnings,
and this explains the rise in
the Vanderbilts and connecting
properties, which has been one of the
healthiest features of the market. The
movement in Atchison also had its
foundation in increased earnings. In
Reading, the sudden activity was due
to disbanding of the pool, which locked
up some 400,000 shares and 8o discour-
aged all speculative dealings. An ad-
vance in coal, and the approachof a
more active demand for the article, also
stiffened the coal properties. Several of
the specialties; such as Chesapeake &
Ohio, Ontario & Western and Kansas &
Texas, are growing more active, all of
which indicate a broader and active
market during the fall months.

Messrs. Scammell Bros., Weekly
Freight Circular. dated New York Sept:
19 hasthe following:—

Sail  Tonnage—Distant  off-shore
freights, as a rule, remain steady and
firm, on a moderate available supply of
tonnage, although the demand is not
very brisk in any department. The
hope, or expectation, of a material in-
crease of business and of somewhat bet-
ter freights during the Autumn, ingpired

by our full harvests at an earlier stage

of the season, has not thus far been
realized. With the continuation of ex-
sisting conditions, however, foreign
freghts will be likely to hold their own
for an indefinite period, and in the event
ofa iderable improv: t in busi-
ness, without a material increase of ton-
nage, a somewhat better range of rates
would appear to be quite within the
bounds of probability.

Short foreign freights remain quiet,
with no appreciable change in rates.
Orders for the West Indies, etc., are not
very plentiful, whilst homeward freights
continue decidedly scarce and rates low,
which renders outward business all the
more unsatisfactory.

Coastwise lumber, coal and other ‘long
shore freights do not show the slightest
improvement, and even at the low rates
current orders are mot plentiful. And
we regret to add, there is not much pro-
spect of any very decided improvement
in the immediate future.

Steam Tonnage.—The fixtures for grain
this week have again been few, but at
the close a better enquiry prevails, es-
pecially for Decomber—January loading
and the market betrays a firmer tone,
except, perhaps, for prompt boats, which
are not mucH sought after. For October
—November loading 4s. is obtainable
from the four Atlantic ports for orders,
and later months 4s. 1} @483, the latter
figure rather an extreme. Prompt cot-
ton steamers could readily obtain 11-32d
if available, from the Atlantic ports to
Liverpool, and there has been some bus-
iness at and about 4786 @48s6 from Gal-
veston to Liverpool or Continent, Octob-
erloading. Other trades are slow, and
general cargo rates are about 17s, @ 18s.,
to the United Kingdom and Continent.
