At 11 o’clock this morning Mary Wood- 
acre was placed on the stand to give 
evidence against Eli Porter who is charg­
ed with adultery. Her testimony con­
tained many of the facts gleaned by the 
reporter in the interview an hour or so 
before. She testified to knowing Porter 
about a year. Knew his wife and her 
child now only three months old. Por­
ter had been at her father’s house 
often with his wife. His first improper 
conduct with her (Woodacre) was about 
in April. When she was going an errand 
he had met her at a vacant lot She had 
resisted him, successfully. About a 
week after he met her there again when 
she was on another errand. The witness 
then detailed how she had objected to 
his conduct and threatened to tell her 
mother, but in vain. When she got 
scared that she would be in trouble she 
told Porter, and he said they would go 
away somewhere, that he was thinking 
of coming to St. John. She at first did 
not want to go, but at last consented.
She then told of their coming here, and 
being introduced to Campbell as Porter’s 
wife. Porter had said on the way here 
that they would go to Endland and be 
married there. At Campbell’s they oc­
cupied the same room and slept together 
as man and wife from Friday till Tues­
day. Porter said that he had told Camp­
bell that she was not his wife. Wednes­
day morning Campbell came in and 
said there was a policeman at the 
mill and somebody was after them.
They had better go somewhere else 
and put up. They left at once and went 
to the hotel near the steamboat wharf 
and stayed there Wednesday night.

The Committee Which Investigated the 
Management of the Rhode Island 
Slate Home to Report—la males Fed 
Fairly well--State Board Has Net 
Done Its Duty.

Newport, R. I., May 28.—The report of 
the special legislative committee ap­
pointed to investigate the management 
of the state home and school by Supt 
Martin C. Healey will be submitted to 
the Assembly tomorrow, but the Herald 
is enabled to anticipate it by nearly 24 
hours. The belief was that there would 
be two reports, and that the committee 
would be equally divided on strict party 
lines. But one report, however, will be 
put in, and it will be anything but that 
which the promoters of the inquiry have 
been looking for. The committee first 
raise the inquiry; “Have the children 
been properly and sufficiently nourished?’ 
To this it replies that the health of the 
children has been exceptionally good. 
The present appearance of the children, 
the committee says, proves 
they have been sufficiently fed; but 
whether properly fed, is a question large­
ly of individual judgment It says that 
the superintendent had endeavored to 
manage this part of the home in accord­
ance with and to meet the approval of 
the state board of education, which is in 
charge of the institution. It also thinks 
that the board, if it needed more money 
to run the school on a more liberal 
plan would have no difficulty in 
obtaining the extra a

Canadian Cruisers Preparing for an 
Aggressive Campaign.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

Ottawa, Ont, May 30. The failure of 
the British minister at Washington to 
negotiate a satisfactory settlement witli 
the United States government, that 
would insure Canadian sealers from seiz­
ure by American crosiers in Behring sea, 
appears to have incited the Dominion 
goverement to immediate action regard­
ing the rigid protection of the Atlantic 
inshore fisheries in Canadian waters, 
against the incursions of American fish­
ing vessels. Minister of Fisheries. 
Tupper on his return to Ottawa after his 
unsuccessful mission to Washington at 
once gave orders to have the fishing 
protection croisera got ready immediate­
ly for service. The Vigilant will be the 
first croiser on the fishing grounds. 
Last session of Parliament the sum of 
$100,000 was voted for this service. It 
is understood that instructions that are 
now being issued to commanders of the 
cruisers are ranch more stringent than 
those issued last year, and the order 
goes that they are to be rigidly enforced.
