There is, however,
a wider q to be idered than
the mere approval or condemnation of &
particular educational scheme in the city
of St. John, and that is the relation of
the university to the educational system
of this province. It was ul
when Mr. Inch was appointed to be chief
superintendent of education, that the fact
of his being president of the college
council would make the university the
real head of our educational system, and
connect together every part of that sys-
tem from the bottom to the top. We
trust that this idea has not been lost
sight of, and that there will be an en-
deavor made at an early day to make
the university what it ought to be. The

“‘\‘&Bople of this province will not go on

niueh longer paying nearly $,000 a year
of public money for an"institution which
does us as little real good as the
university accomplishes.  There are
plenty of men in this province who are
well able to give their sons a univertity
education, who are afraid to send them
there for fear when they come out of
college they will be less able to make
their living than when they entered it.
Comparatively fow of our people become
professional men, and yet the only use
of this university is for professional men,
doctors, lawyers and Clergymen. The
Latin and Greek which are taught at the
university are no doubt useful to
those who need them, but
the ordinary boy who is going into busi-
ness does cot require any great stock of
the ancient languages. 1t would be better
for him to learn French and German
which are likely to come into use in the
course of his business. So also in regard
to our great sagricultural population.
There is nothing in the university for
them at all. There is no professor to
teach sgriculturial chemistry - there is
no practical lificati of

one man should be allowed greater
privileges than another, in a free country
like England, and every year brings
us nearer the time when such ex-
ceptional privileges must be abolished.
The British Conservatives by endeavor-
ing to save the peers will merely be in-
juring themselves,for the peers have long
ceased to be an element in the British
constitation which can be relied on.

‘We are
of the opinion the university needs a
complete change in almost every respect,
and we feel certain that unless this
change is made soon the growing un-
popularity of the insti-
tution will compel the
government to withdraw the provin®
cial grant from it. Every now and then
we hear of the appointment of some new
professor of classics or logic, or of some
other similar branch of education. This
is announced with a great flourish of
trumpets as if it was an’ important
educational event in the bistory of the
province.

Mr. Blair
we understand is favorably disposed to
increase the facilities for an agricuoltural
education in New Brunswick, and we
trust that he will take this matter in
hand with his usual energy. If he suc.
ceeds in reforming our higher education
and placing is on a better footing so that
it will satisfy the needs of the province
he will have accomplished a greater
work than any political victory that is
likely to be achieved.

THE ENGLISH CONSERVATIVE PROGRAMME.

Every year the programme of the
English Conservatives ig becoming
Liberalized so that it will soon be
difficult to distinguish Conservative
principles, from liberal  principles
exceptin the matter of Home Rule for
Ireland. It is understood the council of
the Conservative National Union have
now in process of preparation an elector-
al programme of an exceedingly liberal
character. This programme proposes to
adopt a local government  bill for
Ireland, and then to cease for a
time any special Irish legislation. The
attention of parliament is to be concen-
trated on British affairs, which have
been much neglected of late. One of
the features of the programme
is the extension of popular local
government by the creation of dis-
trict councils; another is the allotment
of small holdings for laborers, to be ad-
ministered by the district councils; a
¢hird is legislation for the arbitration of
strikes. It is also proposed to give afree
breakfast table, that is to say to
reduce or abolish the duties on tea,
coffee and cocos.  There is a

Is it incompetency of the
people,corruption on the part of the gov-
ernment and high officials, bad manage-
ment, high taxation or what? Why is
it that the United States is so prosperous?

Telegraphic Flashes.

Asa P. Potter, president, Col. Jonas H.
French and Thomas Dana, directors of
the Maverick National Bank, were ar-
rested last night by United States mar-
shals charged with embezzlement and
violation of the United States banking
laws, which forbid loans by National
banks to any single individual amount-
ing tomore than 10 per cent of the capi-
tal stock.

The sums named in the warrants are
nominal—comparatively small. It is
understood the amounts involved are
$1,500,000 in the case of Potter, $600,000
French, $300,000 Dana. Dana furnished
bail in $75,000. Potter and French are
under guard in their respective residence.
Bail was fixed at $150,000 and $100,000,
respectively, but has not yet been furn-
ished.

A, B. Chaffee of Montreal, well known

in railway circles , is dead. He was for
many years treasurer of the South East-
ern railway, severing his connection
with it when it was taken over by the
Canadian Pacific.
A letter dated April 2 has been receiv-
ed from Emin Pacha, the explorer, said
he was upon the point of starting to
visit the king of Ruhanda’s territory,
hitherto unexplored by European or
Arab. His project appeared to march
westward from Ruhanda and across the
continent to Cameroons.
