ROMANCE OF ' GOLD DIGGINGS.

Rich Idaho Placers Stumbled on by Ac-
! cident.

An old. prospector tells the story of
the first days of mining;in Idaho which

vouches- for - as. being Bfrictly true, and
which | agrees with the story frequently
told by thé late Judge Craig, of Douglas
County, who was one.ef the party that
staked off the first claims iu Idaho.
“The first find of placer gold in Idaho.."._‘
said the old pioneer, “was made early in
1862 by Jim arren, a - prospector,
who put in the time when not engaged
in the field in patronizing the gamiag
table. A little camp had been estab-
lished at KFlorence, but the diggings
were poor, and there was so little to be
made that the men drifted away in lit-
tle squads to find better pay, arren
and four others started out together, but
soon -afterwards .a disagreement arose
and Warren left the pasty to, go "1t
alone. ~ After two or three ‘days he
camped one evening on the stream now
known as Warren Cgrevck, and (here,bg-
ing fair indications, the next day
spent imi prospecting. R ;s
‘p%anning: sewen pans of ,dirt he saved
thal*prpeseds)i and staking, samplés of “the
«jdartaoswvent; back  to Florence, where
ther gold«/was weighed and Tound te be
worth ‘70 cents, or 10 cents to the pan.
This was pot:a big thing in those days,
but led to the expectation of better
strikes and an expedition of 16 men was
formed to investigate the new fnd.
