The “Ultra Vires”Question.—Objec­
tions like those raised by the Snowball 
counsel as to the incompetency of the Do­
minion Parliament to delegate to Provincial 
Courts its own right to determine Do 
minion election cases, have lieen raised in 
Ontario Courts, and are likely before long 
to be settle і one way or another. Last 
week the points raised were elaborately 
argued before the Court of Common Pleas, 
Toronto. Three Judges were on the Bench 
—Chief Justice Wilson and Justices 
Gwyrane and Galt. The Chief Justice 
was reticent on the occasion, but his 
learned brethren indicated quite plainly 
that the objections wepe futile. Mr. Jus­
tice Gwyrane summed up his view of them 
at the close of the arguments by saying 
that the argument for the respondent sim­
ply amounted to this, that the Provincial 
Legislature had no authority to legislate 
about Dominion election matters, and that 
the Dominion Parliament had therefore 
encroached upon the rights of the Local 
Legislature by doing that which the latter 
had no right to do. However, judgment 
was reserved. The matter will doubtless 
go to the Supreme Court by appeal short­
ly. The question mooted should be de­
cided as soon as possible.—Nercs.

ROBERT- C. ATKINSON,
known as farmer Atkinson of Shediac, de­
scribed the features of his place between 
the road and the shore. Went to bed on 
the night of Friday, Oct. 12th, about 12 
o’clock. Heard no noise.

Cross-examined—Annie Parker could 
not have seen tracks there the 20th that 
had been made on the 12th or 13th. A 
body being put in the water as far as a 
wagon could drive in the water would be 
left in sight high and dry when the tide 
fell three feet, and would attract our at­
tention in the field.

Soon after he (the Dr. ) went ont and in a 
shoit time McCarthy and I went out and I 
opened the door and told Martin (the bar­
keeper) not to lock up for a while. I 
went back and got a half-pint flask of 
brandy. At McCarthy’s suggestion we 
went to the Adams House occupied by 
the Riley girls. There was a light there. 
I struck a match in the hall and showed 
him the way to their room. I heard him 
rap and a voice from inside of the room. 
I went out and back up the Main street. 
Met no person. Was not in the Waverly 
house that night afterwards. Saw Chas. 
Hamilton some time that night but don’t 
know where. I did not see Amelia Por- 
rel that night as I recollect of. I then 
went home, can’t give the time of night, 
don’t know which way McCarthy went.

Cross-examined—The Waverley was in­
sured and we had Hickey hired to watch 
it /md others. McCarthy did not say “ all 
right Mrs. Moncton ” when in the hall of 
the Adams House. I never spoke to 
Amelia PorrelL Borrowed $7 from Mr. 
Osborne and paid it to Eliza in silver. 
The Friday before Osbornes were arrested 
I was at Dorchester and went to Camp­
bell ton. John Osborne went to Moncton 
with me the same time. I don’t remem­
ber being in Osbornes with Nickerson. I 
have seen the floor scrubbed and dirty.

To Mr. Palmer—I saw people going in 
and out of the west bar-room door.

MBS. TAYLOR,
of Amherst, a new witness, was sworn and 
stated :—My husband is Ebenezer Taylor, 
a truckman by trade. I remember the 
12th of October. I know Antoine White; 
he was at our house at 3 or 4 o’clock that 
day. My husband trucked oysters for 
him. I have a distinct rememberanсe of 
it I did not see him next day, Saturday. 
The races were to be the 12th, but on ac­
count of rain they were put off to the 15th 
and 16th. I know all about those ra8és. 
My son was concerned in them and I know 
all about them; my son rode a horse. 
Antoine White said he was going to Truro 
that day (Friday), and wanted to get 
home next day.

The cross examination of this witness by 
Mr. Palmer was not important though 
eliciting some sharp replies.

EBENEZER TAYLOR, *
truckman, of Amherst, was sworn and 
said:—I went to the freight room for 
White’s oysters, on Friday, Oct. 12th.— 
He came for me in the afternoon. He 
said he came on the train that day and 
was going to Truro that night I saw him 
next day, Saturday, at the Station when 
the express came in. I did not see him 
pay Any money out

Cross-examined—I don’t think I said he 
told me he came on the train.

WILLIAM P. WARMAN,
Shediac, gave same testimony as on pre­
vious trial relating to his visit to the Sca­
douc on the morning after the storm. 
Above the Railway crossing the bars had 
been thrown down and there were tracks 
as though a wagon had gone in and back. 
This wouid lead to the old brow where 
the channel is nine feet deep, about 15 
feet from high water mark. It would be 
difficult to drive a horse down the bank 
there. One morning I left home before 
daylight driving and saw a wagon just 
above the crossing on the right hand side 
of road ; boy about 14 years old in wagon 
with rubber on one foot, man in the field 
opposite leading a horse with harness on, 
inclining up river; horse about 10 cwt. ; 
kind of dirty color, white in the face. I 
never saw the man nor boy since. I saw 
two men at the river one morning early, 
and thought them fishermen, but could 
not catch them. Did not know them. 
Saw o her men at different places. Saw 
the two men three times. One morning 
they ran in the woods and I heard a pistol 
or gun shot in the same direction

Mr. Palmer then said Mrs. Larette

The first time I went the outside bar-room 
door was shut, and the next time it was 
wide open. I heard ’ (in November) Mrs. 
Osborne and Annie Parker had a row. 
Mrs. O. ordered her to leave, and wanted 
me to get her pother girL Annie Parker 
said she woulà'ktop as long as she liked. 
Mrs. Osborne told her to go as soon as she 
could.

Cross-examined by Dr. Tuck—Annie 
Parker talked to me in French, and Mrs.

Related about going to the Scadouc 
on Saturday, 13th Oct, high tide, rained 
and blew the night before. On Monday 
following at grey daylight he was going 
up to the river and tew a boy near the 
raid in a light waggon. The boy appear­
ed cold ; was about 12 or 14 years of age, 
and witness had never seen him before or 
smoe. There was a man in the field with 
a horse. This was above the Scadouc 
bridge. The man was medium size, look- 
ad as though he had gone ont on a cold 
day. He had no muffler on ; had whiskers 
(dark). Saw nothing in the wagon but 
the boy. It was a rough wagon with a 
rough seat He did not know the 
either.

Cross-examined—The man was not John 
Osborne and the boy was not Harry.
