“Safety aud prudence” will ulways
be found on the side of doing right,
When the New Brunswick School Law
was passed, its non-sectarian provisions
were found to be constitutional, It
will be remembered that the Roman
Catholics contended that they were
entitled te sectarian schools, and an
appeal case againsy the constitution-
ality of the Act was argued before the
Law Committee of the Privy Council
of England, which declared the Act
did not contravene the constitution,
When that decision was given the
Roman Catholies submitted to it.
They accepted and obeyed -it, as
citizens bound by the civil - law of the
country, although, no doubt, with
regret that their cherished hopes of a
different result had been disappointed.
The situation in Manitoba "presents
conditions 'in many ways similar, so
far as appeal to 'the Privy Council of
Eagland goes, but what is the attidude
of the Protestant msjority .in that
province? Is it one of compliance
with the decision rendered? Not at
all. The decision was that the pro-
visions of the Manitoba School Act,
which deprived the Roman Catholics
or any other religious body of separate
schools in that province, were viola-
tions of the constitution. When that
decision was given, what was the duty
of the premier and legislators of
Maaitoba? Was it to defy the Privy
Council’s decision +—to say, because
the Protestants were the majority in
the province, - the Casholics should be
denied what -the bighest court in the
Realtn had decided they were entitled
to? ' That, hbwever, is what they
practically seaid.- Bat, the decision
went' further than that; it said that
if the. Provincial authorities tailed to
restore the educational rights of the
minority, the Dominion authorities
were to see the wrong remedied. The
Provincial authorities, however, not
only, failed to do anything towards
restoration, but they declared, in the
most emphatic and public manner,
that they had no intention of re-
dressing the wrong they had done,
The Dominion authorities, being re-
luctantly comipelled to act, have intro-
duced a remedial bill in Parliament,
the moderation of which ought to
commend it to the most ultra opponent
of religion or religious schools who is
not an anarchist. Yet, leading public
men and newspapers are to l}'\foun'd,
who, because of political partizanship,
or the kind of Protestantism which
holds that Catholics have norights which
they are bouud to respect, oppoe it.

“Advance” Sclentific Miscellany.

MICROBES OF THE CEMETERY —SIMILARITY
OF ACTINIC RAYS FROM DIFFERENT
‘SOURCES—A CALENDAR CORRECTION—
AN EXPANSION OF THE WAVE THEORY—
AN ELECTRIC LAMP FOR THE POCKET—
USEFULNESS OF OZONE.

An investigation by Dr. Losener indi-
cates that typhoid bacilli may survive in
a buried corpee for 95 days, cholera
vibrios for not more than 28 days,
tubercle bacilli from 95 to 123 days,
tetanus bacilli more than 234 days but
not over 361 days, and anthrax germs
for a full year or more. Only anthrax
germs found their way to adjacent soil
or water, The earth ie so perfect a filter
that ordinary burial seems to offer little
more risk of spreading disease than
cremation.

A little petroleum barometer, 150 times
as sensitive as the ordinary wmercury
barometor, has been exhibited to the
Berlin Physical Society.

Although Roentgen’s work was so thor-
oughly doue that little has been added
to it by other experimenters, his view
that the X-rays differ from the cathode
rays is not pted by all physiciat
Dolbear believes that the same resulss
could be obtained from any source of
light. He has given some at:ention to
the matter, having, as long sgo as 1892,
photographed an iron star though an
ordinary table-tep by means of electric
sparks. He stated two years ago that
all rays have similar characteristic proper-
ties, that what any ray can do depends
upon the kind of water it fulls on, that
what we know as light has no existence
apart from the eyes, and that it has long
been kaown that ether waves too long
to be seen by the eyes could be made to
produce photographs. The interesting
fact may be added that M. Gustave Le
Bon has reported to the French Academy
of Sciences photographs obtained through
plates of iron and lead by a three hour
exposuro to the hght of & parafiiv lamp.

The Gregorian calendar, firat substitut-
ed for the Julian calendar in 1582, allows
the ordinary year 365 days, the leap year
366 days, and drops three leap years in
every four centuries, only those centen-
nial years which are devisible by 400
beiug leap years. The mean year of oar
time-rackoning by this system, while
sufticient'y accurate to satisfy most indi-
viduals, is still 26 seconds longer than
the true astronomical ‘year. This has
led a learned member of the French
Academy of Sciences to propose a further
correction of the salendar by considering
every year divisible by 3200 as an ordin.
ary instead of a leap year, thus reducing
the error in our mean’ year to vne day
in 500,000 yesrs. If the change is adopt-
ed, the first'departure from the Gregorian
rale will not occur for more than 1200
years.

It is pointed out that & new and
immense field for scientific investigation
has been opened by the great Trans-
Siberian railway. Next sammer the
explorer can travel by rail to the hanks
 of the Yenesei, ata discance of 3057
miles from St. Petersburg, and will have
facilities for navigating the great rivers
running northward.

Since 1872 about 70 lines of rack rail-
way, with a total length of 500 miles,
have been built in different parts of the
world. They are worked by 308 loco.
motives, the heaviest weighing 70 tons.

The theory that electricity, magnetiem
and chemical action are modes uf motien,
either of the molecnles or the ether, is
held by Walker, an English phyasicist.
He claims that this view, which he pub-
lished three years ago, is confirmed by
the Roentgen experiments. An electrio
current, according to this author, is a
series of waves of greatey length than the

Roentgen rays, he believes, may be very
short electromaguetic waves.

An electric lamp that can be carried in
the pocket hus been produced in Ger-
many by Heir Bohwiokel. It is made
either in cylindrical form or like a flat
flask, asmall glow lamp in each cise
forming the upper portion, while the
battery is the base. A 80 called ‘‘revol-
votbuttery” of three platinumzine ele-
ments gives a current of four to five
amperes at six volts, The filament is
caused to glow by tipping the lamp, and
in a lamp of ten inches in height by two
inshes ir diameter continuss to give a
bright white light for an hour and a half
with one filling. A patent battery fluid
is used, of which one quart is sufficient to
fill the lamp sixteen times,

Ozone is becoming an important indus-
trial agent. It artiticially sges liquors,
removes the effect of oily beans in coffve,
and improves tobacco. - In its late sppli-
cation to the rapid seasoning of wood for
sounding boards and musical instruments,
it inoreases the resistance of the wood to
temperature and moisture, and adds to
its acoustic qualities. It thickens linesed
oil for linoleum in & few days, whereas
the old method of oxidation often Sook
several months. It bleaches linen in' less
than a third of the time required by ‘sun-
light. Tt is aleo valuable in chemical and_
technical processes, especially in purifging
starch derivatives from undesirable culor,
odor and taste. : -

It is a study of the
habits and development of this valuable
and vanishing crustacean, the result of
five years of laboratory and field investi-
gations at the Woods Hole station of the
Commission and elsewhere on the New
England and New Brunswick coasts.

In 18886 fully 90,000 000 lobsters were
caught in Canada : in 1887 about 70,000,
000, and in 1892 upwa'ds of 68,000,010,
worth nearly $2,000,000. Between 1887
and 1892 the decrense in the yield in the
United States was above 5,000,000
pounds, while the value of the catch in-
creased more than a quarter of a million
dollars, - illustrating ‘‘very forcibly the
decline which, unless speedily checked,
threatens to destroy this valuable fishery.”

Death of the Rev. D.J. MacDonaell

Fergne, Oat., Feb. 19.—The: Rev. D. J.
Macdonneli, pastor of 3t. Andrew’s Pres-
byterian Church, Toronto, passed peace-
tully away here this moruing at haif-past
ten o'clock. Mr. Macdoonell was surronad-
ed by most of his children and friends who
were summoned during the laet day or two
to his bedside. Oo Saturday morning last
he had a bad kemorrhage, from which he
never rallied, but gradually grew weaker.

The Rev. Daniel J. Macdonuell, B. A.,
B.D., M.A., was the son of the late Rev.
Geo. Macdunneil, He was born in Bathurst,
New Brunswick. He had a britliant college
course at Quecn’s “uliege, Kingston, and
at Glasgow and Edivburgh Umversities,
He was ordsined in Juue 14. 1866, by the
Presbytery ot Edinbargh. Ou July 2, 1863,
he marricd M -8 E.izabeth Logis S llie,
daughter of the Rev G. Smeihie of F .rus.
He was wducted into the charge of 8.
Aundrew's, Toronto, on Des, 22, 1870. Hws
previous pastorats was St. Andrew’s Church
Peterborough, Ont., from 1866 to 1870.
During the quarter of a ocsutury of hue
ministerial life in Toronto, Mr. Macdoaueli
wielded & wide iutluence in consequence of
his brilliant sonularship, eloquence and deep
piety.

Those “Othez” Papers.
