A Monopolist Bought Out.

Premier Bond, of Newfoundland, in
introducing the new Reid contract in the
Jeginlature of that colony lust week, made
the startling etatement that the late
Winter government, in March, 1900,
after being defeated in the sssembly, but
before resigning office, granted to Mr.
Reid sitles to three willions acres of land,
selected thronghont the eolony, including
1,130 miles along the seashpre, covering
villages, farme, lumber areas, mining
claims, forest sections and all other pro-
perties, which were valuable to the
people, who live wholly along the sea-
coast, As proof of the gravity of the
situarion, all forms of enterprise were
crippled by such a monopoly, and the
government has now recovered the lands,
paying Mr, R-id twenty-seven cents an
acre, ur over $80,000.

bill thiough the Newfoundland Jegislative
assembly is now virtuslly assured. In
the course of a speech in the -sssembly
Mr. Morine today joined with Mr. Bond,
the premier, in denouncing the land
grants given by the cabinet of Sfr James
Wiuter aslong thg seaboard, reminding
the assembly that these were made after
he (Morine) withdrew frum thg govern-
ment.”
