The Intercelonial’s new through
train—*The Ocean Limited”—is un
embodiment of the most modern ideas

| of rapid passeger transit. It runs from

Halifux te Mentreal in twenty four
hours, carries no mail or express, stops
ooly at principal stations, is composed
of engine, and baggage, first class,
and pullman sleeping ears and has not

! yet—save on one occasion through

accident to, another . train—failed to
run oo its schedule time to the minute,

The Cunada Eastern, which connects
Chatham with the Intercoleniul, and
has, for years, made close cennection
with all passanger trains on the Gov-
ernment road, has not at present the
rolling stock and power to put om a
fast train to promptly meet the two
new flyers goiug Seuth and North
reapectively, although the latter stop
at Chatham Junction.

—It was expected that the steamer
“Miramichi” would, by leaving Néw-
castle for Chatham at 12.30, enable
Chatham passengers from the North
by the “Ocean”, whe reach Newcastle
station at 12.15, te ceme promgtly te
their destination, but as the steamer’s
managenient fail te do that, such
passengers must either remain in New-
castle uatil 3.15 or proceed to Chatham
junction and after waiting there awhile
come 1n on the srain ocennecting with
the day express frem Monacton,
which brings them te Chatham station
at about three o'cloek. It is not the
best arrangement that could be made in
Chatham’s interest, se far as the stesmer
people are concerned, but they, perhups
knew their own business best. It
seems absurd, hewever, from a business
standpoint, that Chatham passengers
by this magnuificient train sheuld learn
that the stearer which might bring
them here leaves her Newcastle whart
for Chatham at the moment they are
stepping frem the cars at Newcastie sta-
tion, when they might come at once te
Chatham by her if her time for leaving
Newcastle were made & quarter of an
hour later ban it is.

than & provincial reputation as s medical
man. We neticed some very eold tomb-
stones in the grave-yard bearingz dates of
the eighteesth cemtury, and sueh names
as Davidson, Merrisen and Murdech
inscribed on them, shewing thas early
settlers were of Scottish descent. We next
arrived at the old historical village of
Burnt Church en an  Indian reserve; we
feund the Indians intelligent, fairly well
educated and generally well te do. Mak-
ing inquiry for the ehiuf, a youug Indian
poiuted him out te us. We told him we
came- 0 see the place, and he toek much
pleasure in showing us old pelics. He
tirst took ue to the church, and teld us
it was the third church that was built on
the same site.

The fiest church built there was burnt
by English soldiers in 1758, The chief
gave a graphie desoription of that inecid-
ent. He told us that the Indisns were
net aware that war was deslared between

France and Eugland, and en » fine mern.

ing in August several large ships came
frem the south, and ene smallar than the
rest cawe near the shere and eight boeats
were lowered and filled with soldiers, whe
rowed ashere, They all had leng kuives
(sworde] cuncesaled in their clothing, and
at enve began to kill men, wemen aund
children. The massacre was terrible.
When denes killing they set fire to the
church and danced while it was burning.
The soldiers wens back to the ship amd
then all the ships started and sailed
north.

After listening to the chief’s story we
drove a few miles te Allen’s hete! at
Neguac, and remained till noen next day,
then left for Tiacadie, where we arrived
at six in the evening. Next day we
visited the Lazaretto, where the unfort-
unate lepersare tenderly cared for by
the Sisters of Notre Dame Order.

Ic appears that although the Indians
at Burnt Church were found by the
correspondent to be “intelligent, fairly
well educated snd gemerally well to
do,” their chief can hardly be rated,
in the two conditions first named, with
these over whom he rules.

Almoest everybody knows that all
the Indians of the Miramichi, who had
for some years prior to 1750 acted with
the French sgainst the English, were
fully cognizant of the atate of war
between France and England. The
Freeman writer should have told the
chief »t Burnt Church that inatead of
the burniug of the church ut that place
having occu:red before the Indians
knew that the French and English
were at war, it happened in 1759 at
about the close of the war, after the
death of Wolfe, only one year befere
the capitulation ' of Montreal and
complete conquest of Canada by the
British.

Tbe Barnt Church incid nt was »

B

most unfertunate one, and while it was
not altegether justified, it grew out of
the atrecious and treacherous murder of
s ‘me English sailors whe bad come up
the Mirumichi for water with which to
replenish the stock of their ship. The
tacts are given, substautially, by Ceoney
in his history of New Brunawick, p p
35—37, as tollows:

‘sAfter the conquest of Quebec, by the
British, a vessel thet had been sent to
England with the official despatches, and
the remaius of General Wolfe, was, owing
to stress of weather, or rome other adverse
circnmstance, driven inte Mitamichi.

*“The Captsin, conceiving this 1o be a
favourable oppertunity for replenishing .
his stock of water, orde:ed a buat te be :
manped for that pu'pese. Six men were
accordingly dJdesparched omn thut duty: |
they proceeded up the river; land.d at
Henderson’s cove, where Messra. Gilmour
& Rankin mow have their Saw Milis;
and after haviog lvaded their boat, care- !
leasly rumbled within the edge of the
forest. While indulging their inuecent
curiesity, they were sarprised by a party
of armed Ind'ans, who had been secretly
watching them. The pwor fellows were
dragged into the wueds, and there inhu-
manly murdered, by the inflctien of all
those refined aud excruciating tortures

uliar to savage executions.—For the
honor of humanity we hope it is untrue,
bus it is nevertheless cuntidently asserted,
that two ur three French Seldiers, station-
ed at Prench Fort Cove, were present at,
and assisted in the pertormance of this
oruel and unproveked butchery.

*“The Captain, grewing alurmed at the
prolonged abserce of his men, put such
enquiries to the Pilot as the mature of his
fears suggested. These elicited replies
that at once coufirmed his apprehensions,
and determined bis retaliation. He pro-
oceoded with his vessel up the river;
silenced the battery at French Fort
Ceve, and comiug sbreast of the settle-
ment at Canadian Puint, razed i3 to the
.ground and killed simost every one of
the half famished ereaturesinit. Hav-
ing takem the water em bourd, he pro-
cesded to sea, but em his way eut, again
wreaked his vengeance on a small Chapel
st Negusak. At his approach the few
inhabitants fled; aud then executing his
reprisal upon the Church, he setit in
flames, from whence the settlement has
ever since been distinguished by the name
of Burnt Church.”

While the Freeman writer was at
libe' ty to exercise his privilege of
publishing the chiet’s story, it seems
that as the incident related was of his-
teric importance, that paper should,
itself, have referred tothe butchery by
indians which led to the burning ef the
church., "It must be berme in mind
that the Burnt Church Indians of those
times were not the “intelligent and
fairly well educated” persons found a
few weeks age by the Fresmans cores-
pondent, and the method of treating
them adopted by those whose comrades
were butchered by their tribesmen in
the way related was proferably
through the lex talionis.

The unceremenious rejection by the
Bailway CQomumittee of the House of
Commens yestorday of Mr. W. F. Mac-
Leun's little pet project for the establis-
mept of & twe-cent passenger rate on
railways, with modifications permitting
variations socording to esrnings, was just
the kind of ending that might have been
sxpected to a propossl that was surround.
od by features of a highly objectienable
character.

The bill would have given the public
ne advautagen whatever in the wsy
of chesp travelling that they do net
already possess, and it would have been
wade the excuse for the withdrawal of
excorsion and ether privileges in the
matter of holiday travel that are highly
prized,

The fate of the bill wasa foregene
oencluston when the attempt $o shew that
travel on the American railways was
cheaper than on the Canadian broke
down.

No sub.tsutial reason ceuld be advanc-
ed fur interference when it was
shewn that slthough the earnings on the
large American systemns are, as a rule,
higher than the Canadian, the average
rate per mile is, generally speaking, lower
in Canada thau io the United States.

Ancther cententien which the committee
oould net everlevk was the fact that
although passenger rates, generally speak-
ing, remain as they were seme years ago,
except in Western Canada, where sweep-
ing reductions have been made, the sost
of operating passenger trains has been
greatly increased. Wages have advanced
12 per cent. in the last five years; coal
is higher, and more of it is consumed
then when lighter trains were run, and
the aoceleration of the speed of trains and
the general improvement of the services
have added to the burdens of the
eumpanies.

The theory that less ef revenue that
might be entailed by the application of
the principle of unifermity would be made
up by the increased travel, was shown, by
reference to rate waes, tu be unsound.

Wae be well advised when be sent his
defenve 1o Col. Sam Hughes, an  Opposition
member, with a mere cepy te the Minivter
of Militia?

Has he acted prudeatly since in rushing
to the newspapers for a vindication of his
conduet?

These are all considerable questions in
themselves. But the prime issue, the issue
on which the controversy really turns,
stands oat in Lord Dundenald’s receatly
published defence, where he gravely sharges
the Minister with altering and suppressing
bis recommendations. The Minister is
obliged to submit his ewn reperts and
recommendations to Qoancil before they
resch Parljameat and the eouwatry, aad, of
coarse, Council osn alter or suppress them
ss 1t swes fit. But Lord Duandonald seems
t6 have imdgined thas his particular recom.
meudations were sacresanct, were not to be
oriticised by Minister or Cabinet;* that, in
fact, he was a sort of supra-constitutional
functionary not bound by the rules and
usages of Responsible Governmeat.

What was his recommendstien of 1902,
the vne upoa which he sets so much stere,
complaiviog that it was mautilased and
finally pigeon-holed?

1 He proposed an expenditure on oapital
acceunt tor drill sheds, eguipmeat, etc.,
of $13,000,000.

2 He proposed, ever and above that, to
add about $1,900,000 a year te the ordinary
expenditure en the militia.

3 Capitalised at 3 per cent. this yearly
ingrease represented am addition of ever
| $60,000,000 to the public debtr. Ia all,
therefore, he eought by a sireke of the pen
te add $75,000,000 to the pablic hurdens on
military acconat. His Lordship admits
that he recommeaded reforms and improve-
meats whioh weuld have eost & great deal
of money, but is of opinien that they would
not have ceat as mach as is here stated.
| The figures here given. hewever, are the
official wstimaves of the cest of his various
projects,

Sir Frederick Borden suppressed thie
extraordinary resemmendation for the
simple reason that, had he let it pass, the
Goverament would have appeared to
! ssnotien it. Oa the other hand Lerd Dao-
! densld desired thst it sheuld be submitted
to the Hoave and country as his  personal
pelicy, as if he constitued a sepirate eetate
of the realm over which Ministers had mno
; control. What wouald they say in Eaglsad
" if the Genmeral Commandiag attempted to go
' over the heads of Ministers and impese a
military badget swollen beyoud all rhyme or
reason—what bat dismiss him en the spos as
insubordinate snd crackbrained.

If the disturbiog
action of ordinary pelitics is a reasen for
removing the fiual direction of military
preparations from Parliament. it is in every
sense as  applicable in Eoglind as ia
Canada, What the House of Commons
would not under amy circumetances of
danger entertain, is not likely te be enter-
tained by the Legislatare of Canada. What-
ever evils are incident te representative
institutions, the people of a Brisish Province
will et forget that they are trivial in
comparison with those which are insepar.
able from arbitrary aatherity.”

The closing words of this quetation apply
with singular fitness to the present case.
The control of the militis by the €anadian
Mipistry and Parliament may not be
perfect, but taking it at its worst, is prefer-
able to the admimistration ef the force by
some pranging prazonsul who helds himself
to he ahove the law and the makers thereq’,
