18 that about 50,000 of these should con-
stitute a peace standing force of which
about half should drill every'year., The
scheme also includes the establishment
of a central camp—the suggestion of
Lord Dundonald—where all the officers
of the whole force and representatives
from every corps could be brought to-
gether on a ground large enough to per-
mit military evolutions to be perform-
ed as they are in actual warfare.

Thus Canada would be provided with
a fighting force of 100,000 men all
trained in the ‘use of the rifle, about
half of them thoroughly acquainted
with all military manoeuvers, under of-
ficers who had practised their art under
such conditions as would arise in war
time. The scheme is a good one, but
the grant of $1;300,000 which Sir Fred-
erick asks for seems a very inadequate
amount for its proper realization,
