nesday night at a meeting of the Chi­
cago Medical Society.

Dr. H. Manning Fish, who made the 
announcements, backed up his asser­
tions with a detailed description of a 
case of acute pneumonia, which, he de­
clared, had been cured in twenty-four 
hours by means of the simple method 
which he described.

Dr. Fish first declared that the seat 
of trouble in pneumonia cases was not, 
as is generally supposed, in the lungs, 
but in the small cells in the 
framework at the top of the nose. The

Suspicion never once fell on Spen­
cer, who was regarded as a model bus­
iness man of Leicester, running a good 
dry goods store there on week days 
and teaching a large Sunday school 
class of boys and girls on Sunday. He 
attended meetings of charity organiza­
tions, gave liberally to the poor, and 
was personally acquainted with many 
of the best people of Leicester. In 
fact, so exemplary was his life that 
he won the local prize known as “The 
Town Hundred.” This consists of 100 
pounds sterling, or $500, which is ad­
vanced for twelve years without in­
terest to especially worthy young men 
to enable them to start in business. 
When several burglaries in the neigh­
borhood of his own house took place 
Spencer called a public meeting, which 
he addressed himself, and protested 
eloquently against the Inefficiency of 
the police protection of property.

MEMPHIS, Tenn., May 6—Three 
persons dead, several others injured, 
considerable property loss, and a de­
moralization of traffic resulted from 
the storm of wind and rain which 
swept over the Southern portion of Ar­
kansas, Western Tennessee and Mis­
sissippi yesterday. The wind razed a 
number of small buildings and tangled 
telegraph and telephone wires, while 
the rain caused numerous washouts 
along the railroads, delaying traffic 
and causing other damage.

The greatest damage and the loss of 
life occurred in Arkansas. At Marche, 
the Polish settlement was badly dam­
aged, and three persons were killed, 
another sustained probably fatal in­
juries and several were less serlbusly 
injured.
