Dominion Parliament.

OTtTawa. April 13.

After recess Macdougall resumed debate.
He said he would not discuss question of
constitutionality at the present time. Par-
liament was assembled to enact laws neces-
sary in the interests of the people. He
was well satisfied with the address and be-
lieved the important measures not referred
to in the speech would be brought down
during the Session.
