In 1638, Bishop Duppa enquired
of each clergyman +‘doth he preach in
such solemn habit as becomes him, in a
long gown and cassock?’. The vener-
able Archdeacon of Middlesex (1662) in-
cluded in the Articles of Visitation,*doth

In 1674
Bishop Fuller's Inquiries ask ¢“doth
your Ministers, at reading or celebrating
any Divine Service, wear the Surplice,
and in preaching doth he wear the Gown?”

On refusing to
wear this habis, Sampson, dean of Christ’s
Church, was deprived of his deanery, as
the Zurich letters show. Thirty-seven
out of ninety-eight ministers who refused
compliance at one place were suspended,
and Moshéim writes *“these were most
conspicuous both for theirgeneral charac-
ter and for their talent in preaching.’
Some like Dr. Humphieys, Regius Pro«
fessor of Divinity and President of the
Magdalen College, Oxford, long resisted ;
the Queen’s fondness for crucifixes and
images, silk hoods and surplices, led

bishopric, as his letter of February 9th,
1560, clearly indieates; the Queen’s in

junction issued (1359) and numbers from
choice or by coereion resumed the pre-
scribed dress; conformity or deprivation
was the only and absolute alternative.
On the 24th of March the same chofce,
according to Soai.e :, was proposed to the
whole Metropolitan clergy, before whom,
he says, a priest clothed in the Surplice,
was placed, and the bishop’s chancellor
called aloud, “the Connecil’s pleasure is
that ye strictly keep nnity of apparel like
to this man. ‘The Rubrics in the book of
Common Prayer, the Queen’s injunctions
apd the Articles ye ‘must inviolably ob-
serve. Ye that will subscribe write volo,
ye that will not, writg molo. Be brief—
no words.” Huandreds were seized and
many of them imprisoned; Whitgift,
the primate, promulgated the Articles of
Discipline, vestiients were magnifled,
private preaching prohibited, the XXXIX,
Articles, similar to the XEIIL articles of
Edward VI., were made obligatory, and
the kingdom resounded with the clamours
of men deprived of their b:Lelces, and
ef their abettors. So much did it cost
to settle this vexed question in Elizabeth's
reign, which, according to Archbishop
Sumner, men are now rudely violating
and unsettling, making the *‘‘Surplice”
changes the alphabet in the primer of
their dreadful inpovation.

Was it better in the reign of James 1.7
In vain did Mr. Chadderton fall on his
knees before the king and pray that the
Cross and Surplice might not be forced
on godly ministers of Lancashire who
could not accept them. ‘I will have none
of this argument,” said the king, “let
them conform, and that quickly. too, or
they shall hearof it!” Archbishop Ban-
croft, says Hallam, revived the persecu-
tions, making it penal to refuse to wear
cope and cap, hood and surplice. For
resistance three hundred ministers in one
direction weredeprived of their benefices
—some were exconimunicated—some im-
prisoned—some exiled. I m'git pro-
long the researches almost indefinitely.
So much did it cost in this reign,

1 might also continue the enquiry dur-
ing the reign of the ‘“martyr King”
Churles with similar result: But, sir, I
forbear; enough has been shown, from
an historical standpoint, to illustrate
what a crime against the peace of the
Church these men of 1840 commit who,
despising the trials of the Church, would
now undo the work which cost so much
for its final accomplishment, and who
stay not their hand when they see they
have already riven the Church’in England
which was in unity, intodiscord and dis-
order. We may thuscarry withusa very
brief resume of the historical arguments
which confute the positions of Tractarian
writers, as referred to in my opening
letter. I shall mot apply these argu-
ments for the present. It is true our re-
searches have not been without pain,
but the historical student must bear in
mind the tone and temper of these early
times. That there are many blots and
biugs upon the first pages of our Church’s
history is true; that cxcesses and enor-
mities were often the rule, and sometimes
marred the most sacred calling, must be
