The Romo=German Wnr.

The war between the Pope and the
Imperial Government of Germany for
supremacy in the deminions of the lat-
ter, rages with unabated bitterness.

The German Parlinment is faithful to
Bismurck, and the Catholie ecclesiastics
are faithful to the Pope. The laws
grow severer aguinst the -recusaut
clesgy, and the clergy grow miore de-
fiant in their attitude. - Purishesare left
without pastors, and sees without Bish-
ops, while secret agants of the Vatican
perforin all necossary ec clesiastical
functions for the faithful.. The Catholie
laity have made litfle of no demonstra-
twn, but it s safe ‘to nssume that'the
great majority of them sympathize
with the clergy. ' The Tope recently re-
warded the rebellions Archbishop Led-
ochowski, who is in prison for disobey-
ing the laws of Germany, with a Cardi-
nal’s hat. - The promotion is looked up-
on as a good joke hy those who credit
Pins IX. with & keen sense of humor.

German papers had been making eom-
plaints because only one of the Cardi-
nals was a German. They wanted n
Cardinal, and the Pope gave them one
in the person of an ecclesiastic in prison
for disobeying their laws! The jokeis
not appreciated at Berlin, and there are
rumors of still farther hostile legisla-
tion. The Londen ZYmes’ correspond-
ent at Berlin telegraphs that it is antici-
pated that the old laws forbidding in-
tercourse - between the Pope and the
Catholic ' clergy in Prussia, except
through the Government, will be re-
enacted, and that measures will be in-
troduced ' whelly suspending Papal au-
thority in Prussia until the Pope aban-
dons his pretension to cancel the laws
of the kingdom. And a special dis-
patch from Berlin to the London Post
reports that eighty ecclesiastics are at
present imprisoned in Posen alone, ‘and
that the Government has arrested.the
Papal  delegate who .has hcen secretly
n(hmmsboriﬂg thie archbishopric of Po-
sen since the arrest of the incumbent.

And thus the war rages—the physical
and moral power of the German Parlia-
ment and Government against the spiri-
tual power of Rome.

The Pope’s claim to appoint and re-
move priests and Bishops without refer-
ence to the eivil anthorities seems rea-
sonable enough. It is & claim that noj
one in this country, in England, or in
the United States, would think of deny-
The claim, on'thé other hand, that
the authority of the Imperial Parlia-
ment is sufficient to cancel the appoint-
ment of  objectionable  ecclesiastics to
henefices that apeiendowed by the State
—the appointment of teachers of trea-
son or members of prozcribed orders to
positions that will enable them to draw
salaries from the Government to which
they are hostile —seems’ reasonable.
The true solution of the difficulty is” tol
effect a complete separation of Church
and State, to leave the Pope to appoint
and pay whom le pleases, and to punish
every treasonable act without reference
to the creed or position of the traitor.

.-

Another Qxlly rumor about the Pope's

States comes by ¢able. There is no ob-
jection on the part of the Italian Gov-
crnment to his remaining in Rome, and ,
there is as much chance of his going up
in a chariot of fire as there is of his
coming over ina steamship. We cun
uhnderstand why European Catholic
papers should excite hostility against
the King of Ifaly with such manufac-
tured rumors, but we can not under-
stand why a press agent should frans-
mit them to America by cable.

One of the meost anexpected of recent
mineral discoveries was the finding of
silver in Massachusetts,in a region where
the presence of valuable minérals was
unsuspected.

Afhaft, eight
feet square, was sunk 40 feet, after the
finding of the mineral vein, and 400 tons
This averaged $100:a
ton in silver, lead and gold, varying from
$15 te $1,400, and growing richer as the
shaft was sunk. A million dollars was
then offered and refused for the §350
pasture. Several other mines ‘have
been onened, the vein rock has been
traced several miles, great excitement
prevails among the people, land is held
at fancy figures, and it is thonght that
the mines will rival those of Nevadaand
Colorado. A beautiful specimen ot ore
from the Chipman lode, the one first
opened, may be examined at this office.
