It is true that this winter and man sub-
ceeding seasons may pass away withouta
war—and God grant, say we, that it may
be so—but the reverse may be the case, and
before three months are over hostilities be-
tween Great Britain and the States may
have commenced. The Imperial authorities
here are already preparing for eventualities,
It is in consequence of this determination
we presume, that the new forts of which the
Leader tells us hasve been commenced at
Toronto ; and this it is which gives an air
of credibility to the eurrent talk that the
60th are to leave the city for the westward.
But if the Imperial Government are thus
doing their best to e peace by being
prepared for war, does not absolve us
from the necessity for preparation too. It
is no less our duty than our interest to imi-
tate them, We have noticed with pleasure
that throughout the Provinee an increased
desire bas manifested itself to fill up the
ranks of the active volunteer militia. Re-
eruits are rapidly coming forward both for
old companies and new ones. The whole
of that force, too, are paying more attention
to their drill, and showing clearly their con-
vietion that they are not merely playing at
soldiers, like children, but qualifying them-
selves for carnest serious work and the per-
formance of heavy responsibilities. But this
is not all we need. The greater part of our
adult population belong to the sedentary,
not the active militis force, and this body
ought to be astir. We have a small army of
gentlemen bearing the Queen’s commission
as Lieutenant Colonels, Majors, Captains,
and Lieutenants in the sedentary militia,
who have looked upon the distinetion as an
empty honor. These ought now to change
their views. Colonel Coffin says every one
of them should join some active volanteer
corps for the purpose of learningdrill. The
idea isa one. We may suggest that
companies of instruction should ge;ormed
for the officers of the sedentary force and
privates as choose to attend. Certainly
these gentlemen should by some means ac-
quire some knowledge of military movements
or resign, when their could be filled
by those who are willing to undergo some
little inconvenience for their own and the

ed Kingston, the seat of that University, I
fear this is a very poor qualification for do-
ing justice to so important a subject, a sub-
jeet, which t to be well given, and
which, I trust, well be well reccived.—-My
greatest difficulty I feel arises from the pre-
conceived ideas which we invariably asso-
ciste with the mere word, University. To
us who have studied in the time-honored
seats of learning of our own land, a Univer-
sity rises up before the mind as a venerable
institation, sutrounded by 2 haloe of many |
years, and honored by the names of many
illustrions men who had either filled its
chair, or who as students,-had laid within
its walls the foundation of future greatness.
Why, the neighboring University of St.
Ani'eﬂ now run a career of four cen-
turies and a half, dating from 1411, and as
yet we may say it shows no symptom of the
itude or decay. Many generations
of Fifeshire youth, it is obvious, then,
must have trod its courts and sat in its

at least have afterwards achieveda world
wide renown. A University with us, then,
naturally connects itsef with the history of
the past; but, in speaking of a Canadian
Institution, we must, of necessity look at it
in an altogether different light—We must
view it not so much in reference to its bear-
ing upon the generations that has gone as
in regard to its influence upon the gencra-
tions that are Jyet to come—we must con-
sider it not so much in its relation to the
as to the future prospects of
the country. Looked at in this light, the
University of Queen’s College is well worthy
of our notice and our respect. Compara-
tively, it is an Institution, but of yesterday,
it fact it has not yet attained majority.
