\' Your Excellency,

On taking cognisance, this morning, of the communi-
cations reoeived from the Italian and Ethiopien Governments, the
Committee of Thirteen observed that several af those communica-
tions contained charges alleéing the violation of international
undertekings intended to ensure respect for the wounded, the dead,
and prisoners, or the regular operation and safety of Red Cross
embulances, or the prohibition of the use pf asphyxiating, poi-
sonous, e similar gases in warfare,

In connection with violations of the Geneva Conven-
tions concluded under the auspices of the Red Cross, the Committee
noted that, when, on January 16th, your Govermment alleged abuses
of the Red Cross emtlem and various atrocities, it intimated that
they were being "reported to the Internatipnal Cemmittee of the
Red Cross for necessary action." The provision frf the aforesaid
Geneva Conventions would seem to apply likewise tp the bombing of
Red Cross ambulances, which the Ethippian Government has reported,
and concerning whieh your Govermment has already sent observations
to the Secretary-General fer communication tp the Members of the
League of Nations.

The Commictee gn the ether hand felt bound to call
your Government's attention to the Ethiopian Gavermment's allegations
that the Jtalian Army has been using methods of warfare prohibited
by the Protocol of June 17th, 1925, to which the Italian and Ethioplan
Govermments are parties,

I have the honour to inform you that the Committee

would be happy to reseive any gbservations ypur Government might wish

to make in regard to the Ethiopian Government's allegations of the use

of asphyxiating, poisonous, or similar gases by the Italian Army.
