but state that such contact would be of no avail if we did not
renounce interference with Freneh overseas possessions and all
activities embarrassing t; French Government,

Frenoh Colonies.

2. In spite of previous announcements, it is reported
situation in Geboon is uncertain and that Governor is still

wavering. Ends.
