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and adverslty, agalnst want and misery - the one flght,
surely, that makes life worth llving for any man vh ose heart

has not become hardened agelnst his fellowmen. But, I

have yet to see an alllance made by Labour with any polltlcal

party, or Labour itself become a politlcal party, seeklng
its own ends as agalnst those of soclety generally, that
the outcome has not, sooner or later, proven dlsastrous allke
to Labour and to the countrye

Labour needs all the good=-wlll, asslstance and
friendshlip it can win from men and women of all politlcal
parties, and of those who know nothing of politlcs. It
wlll have all of these, 1n ever lncreasing measure, as 1t
maintains its freedom to glve its support wherever lt may
feel that support wlll best serve the common good. The
clalms of Humanity are superlior to those of Industry; they
are superior to the speclal claims of eilther Capltal or
Laboure It 1s the general, not the particular interest that
needs to be kept uppermost in the minds of all todaye That
ls as true of polltical parties, as of the partles to Industrye.
Political parties will only survive as they seek to serve the
general, not the particular interest, and are broad enough
to include within their membership men and women of all
classes, of all creeds, of all condltions of economic

circumstance, and of all walks of lifee
