Londom, Sat., July 12th, 1890,
EDITORIAL NOTES.

THE Orangemen attended divine ser-
vice last Sunday. They usually assemble
for exerciees of this character once a
year on the Sunday within the octave of
the 12th of July—their carnival time,
A considerable procession was formed,
The processhers looked gay and happy
and gorgeous in yellow, unrelieved by a
single tint of green, Two fife and drum
bands played—havoc with the quiet of
the Sabbath, The bands were respectively
named * Forest City ” and “Ahoyagill,”
the latter term appropriated, we think,
from Stanley’s work just published,
The papers tell us that “ seated in acar.
risge at the rear of the parade were Past
Grand Master for Oatario West W. W,
Fitzgerald and His Worship Mayor
Taylor,” and we must commend the
Master of Ceremonies for his exquisite
taste in placing these two gentlemen
side by side. There was a tremendous
fitness in the trantaction.

Tar Memorial Church was the place
assigned for worship, and the Rev. G. B,
Ssge, B. A,, was the orator of the occa-
sion, We had not heard of this rev.
gentleman before, The sermon was
perbaps his maiden effort, but it was,
neverthelees, a great esuccess, The
ocoasion suited the sermon and the ser-
mon suited the oceasion, The preacher
was full of his subject, It wasnecessary
tbat he should be so. If he were not so
filled no business would he have there,
Taere were many preconcerted pas-
sages underlined, wherein a brave and
resolute pose had to be adopted and
fond and familiar terms flashed over the
multitude, There had to be references
to ¢ Boyne water,” ‘civil and religious
liberty,” “open bible” * Papal aggres-
pion,” etc, all of which brought down
the house. But Rev. G. B, Sage, B. A,
assumed two roles at one and the same
time. Hear him:

“The Orangemen would be men, Chris.
tians and patriots, and would hold the
gates of Derry with all Christian strategy.
After dwelling for a short time on the
efficacy of brotherly love as a means of
advancing the kingdom of God, the

speaker said Protestants should fight
their enemies with the ballot box,”

The right' eye of Rav, G, B. Sage, B,
A, full of meekness, and looking peace,
was turned towards heaven, and the
right arm pointed in the same direction,
and his congregation admonished to
cultivate brotherly love. The left
eye of Rev, G, B. Sage, B, A,
full of fire and war, was turned on Lie
audlence, and the left arm thrown out in
accord therewith, urging his misguided
anditors to deeds of valor with the ballot
box.

++ O Bage, let trutk, ¥6 slandered, teach
Thy batbling tangue more kindly speech.”

We might here mildly suggest to Rev.
G, B. Sage, B A., that at the last electlon
Protestants fought thelr enemies with the
ballot box and galned a glorlous victory
too, Bat the worst s to come, Rev,
G. B. Sage, B. A, Is an out ard out
Boycottlst :

“They should dlscard the merchants,
phiysiclans and public men who drank at

the pool of mammon because of thelr fear
lest ll)ome customers wculd be offended.”

Were Rev. G. B. Sage, B, A, In Ireland,
Mr. Balfour would glve him water to
drink, dry bread to eat, and & plank bed
to lle on, for six months, for having
uttered this sentiment. The finale:

“He belleved atrongly in the granting of
special privileges to nome. Were the
500 000 Roman Oatholics in Oatarlo to
dominate over her 2,000,000 Protestants?
He trusted his hesrers would be zealous,
honest Christlane, and go forward to do
the work of Christian men.”

We might remind Rev. G. B. Sage, B,
A., that Catholics want no special privil:
eges, that Cathollcs do pot dominate over
Protestants, that they baveno desire to do
s0, and, if they had, Protestants would
not tolerate such a course; and that
all would be pesce and harmony
snd prosperity in this Canada of
ours were there no preachers of the
Sage otder going about the country sow-
ing the seeds of 11l-will amongst the peo-
ple.

A DEMONSTRATION was als) held In Tor.
onto. Some rogue in the Globe sanctum
headed the report ¢ Orangemen at
Churcb,” which might lead one to suppose
that this was not a frequent occurrence.
Rey. W. F. Wilton was the preacher, and
we are told that he was “frequently
applauded.” He vouchsafed the startling
statement that “ God Save the Qaeen”
was a great Protestant prayer, from which
we take it the sermon was fall of orlgin.

this is not the case we hope he will hasten
to make such alterations as will quiet the
nerves of this energetlc sentinel who is
parading the watch towers of Israel, by
the grace of—John Wesley., The conclu-
slon s glven thus:

eal to all Orangemen to exercise caar-
ity towards all men, They were not an
aggressive body, and they should be
more and more a society of peace,”

CouNnt 1'0oL8T0I, & Rasslan suthor of
much celebrity, has written some very
strange, not to say antl soclal and anti.
Ohristian, sentences on the subject of
matrimony. As translated for the New
York Herald, and reprinted In the T'oronto
Globe, Count Tolstol’s opinion of Chrls-
tlan marriage, based on misunderstood
texts of the gospel, only proves the in.
sufficlency and danger of private inter-
pretation of God’s word, The Rueslan
Count declares that

“Such & thing as Chrlstian mar-
rlage never was and never could be.
Chriet did not mnr{ nordid He establish
marriage, neither d é His disciples marry.
A Christian cannot view the marriage re:
lation otherwise than as & deviation from
the doctrine of Christ—as a sin. This {s
clearly laid down In Matthew v., 28, and
the ceremony of Christian marriage does
not alter its character one jot, A Chrls.
tian, therefore, will never desize marriage,
but always avold it.”

THE same doctrine was held by the
Manicheoans of old, who, blinded by
fanaticlsm, not only practiced celibacy
themselves, but strove by fire and sword

o force thelr unnatural and demoralizing

convictlons upon the Chrlstlan citles and
provinces that eurrounded them. They
ravaged all the country south of the
Garowne in France, massacred priests and
plllaged towns and razed Catholle churches
to the ground. A general council was
held to take messures for the suppression
of this pestiferous heresy which threatened
the peace of Europe. . This was the fourth
Councll of Lateran, in which Manichz-
lsm and its teachlngs concerning marrlage
were formally condemned and matrimony
sclemnly declared of Divine fnstitutlon,

Counr Torsror’s antl Christian ldeas of
marriage did not originate with him. They
are elmost as old as the Church, They
were always abhorred by (i)d.fearing men
and women. Thelrtendencles were always
to make for & general state of immorality
and the dlso;ganization of society, DBut
Count Tolstol is one of those modern
writers who parade their independence of
thought and mcka a boaet of having cut
locse from the moorlogs of eccleslastical
suthority, With no hand to gulde, with
no Divine teacher to explaln, with no
helm or compaes, what can poor heretles
expect but that they be tossed about by
every wind on ever widening scas of un-
certalnty and doubt with rocks dangerous
to the very exletence of soclety forever
ahead ?

SIGNOR CRIsPI does not always fiad it
smooth salling with the extremists of the
Italian Parliament. Oa the 1st inat, sev-
eral members accused him of stifling de-
bate, among whom were Signor Imbriani
and Rlioclcttl Garibaldl, The latter re.
signed his seat, as he would not submit tc
Signor Crlapl’s despotism, and great ex.
citement ensued. The protesting mem.
bers complained that the (Government
distributed a list of names of those whom
it wished to be elected to a Committee on
Roman Muncipal affsfrs, ** Such an act,”
sald Deputy Imbriani, *“{s contrary to
parllamentary etiquette.”” The President,
refusing to listen to Signor Imbriani’s
protest, left the chalr, and the sitting was
suspended. Half an hour later the Presl.
dent re.occupled the chair, but as Signor
Imbriani continued his protest and in-
sisted on reading the list of the Committee,
as It had been proposed by the Govern.
raent and distributed by Signor Sprovierd,
the Chamber adjiurned amid great up
roar,

Ar E-zeroum, recently, fifty persons
were killed In a riot between Turkish
soldiers and Armenians. The whole
Moslem population joined with the Turk
Ish soldlers and attacked the British and
French Consulates, breaking the windows
and wrecking the bulldlngs, The
Armenians of the Tarklsh Emplre num-
ber about 3,000,000, of whom about 120,-
000 are Cathollcs and 24,000 Protestants.
Protestantism was establiched among
them about sixty.five years egn, The
majority are reckoned as of the G.eet or
rather Orlental Church, but they are
independent in matters ecclesiastical,
though the patriarch of Constentinople is
thelr clvil head.

It would appear that the practice
which has grown to such great dimen.
sions in the United States, that of cheer-
ing in the Protestant churches, is also
becoming common in Canada. Public
opinion in the United States has been
directed towards the matter, and the
most influential journals have said of it,
what is the fact, that such a practice
breeds contempt towards the churches
and makes them more like the theatre
than the house of Gad. A oase in
point occured on the Sunday before last
in Torouto, when five hundred Orange-
men attended Concord Congregational
Church, and were preached to by Rev.
Mr, Madill. We can well imagine that
he indulged in any quantity of abuse of
Oatholics, as he would not otherwise
have gained the applause of such a con-
gregation, and the cheers were given
frequently, His subject was the defence
of Derry.

THR American Protestant Assoclation
of the United States recently held a
sesslon of three days in Chicago. The
Ausmociation s sald to number 25000
members,  Thelr dellberatlons were
secret, but it bas been announced that the
cblef toples which were dlscussed were
the Publlc school question, and non-
restricted education. There would be
no end of abuse heaped upon Catholles If
they were to hold a secret meeting, but
Oathollc conventions when they are
held are not held In private, Every
thing is open and above board, because
they have mno conspiring to transact, but
it 1s clear that & conspiracy is on foot
agalnst some one when the Protestant
Assoclation holdssecret meetings, and it {s
easy to divine that the conspiracy Is
dlrected sgainst Catholles in the present
case, It is cowardly in a country like the
United Stater, where Protestants out-

number the Catholles by five or eix to
one, to conspire cecretly sgalnet the minor.
ity.

A bill has been Introduced into Con.
gress by Representative Oates, of Ala-
bama, to prevent allens from ownivg lacd
in the Ualted States, The bill has already
pasced the Judiclary Committee, and it
will most probably become law. It 1s
stacad in the report which accompanies it
that she Committee have dlecovered with
reasonable certalnty that certaln European
noblemer, chicfly 1 glishmen, have ac-
qulred the ownership of twenty.one mil.
lon acres of land within the Unlted States,
thus establlshing a system of sbientee
landlordism which 1s incompatible with
the best {nterests of the country. The
forelgn laudowners who have not been
netuzalized ave to bs made Incapuble of
acquiricg a title to land, except by lease-
hold for a period of five years, Those
who bave wlready acquired properly in
the conntry will be obliged to dizpose of
ft withia ten years unless du:ing that
perlod of time they become citlz:ue of the
Ualted States. It is the system of abson.
tee landlordiem which hes wrought so
much lujury to Ireland, and the Congress
{s dlsposed not to permit it to become an
inatitution of the Republle.

TITHES IN QUEBE(.

In & letter written by Mr. Thomas
Conant to the I'oronto Glol: of Filday,
July 4th, 1t is ascezted that :

¢ Thereare about 5 000 persons In round
numbers in the town of Oshawa. With.
in fts boundarles are ten worshiping
bodles. That ls, there are that many
different congregations, who, at stated
times, meet separately for worehip. I get
it from one of the deacons of these
churches that last year one of the churches
ralsed §1 400 for religlous purposes. But,
of course, that would not be a falr assump-
ption for the rest, although some two or
three others would come pretty near that
amount,

% Upon closest Inquiry I fiad that It can
safely be taken on an average that every
one of these ten worshipiug bodles ralsed
$1,500 each yearly for religlous purposes.
This s putting it at & very low estimate,
and is safely within the mark, Then,
ten chuiches at $1,500 eash per yenr gives
the grand total of $15000 ralsed yearly
by 5,000 people for religlous purposes
alone, Or, tsaking the whole sum, and
spportioning 1t pro rats, it will yleld
about §3 per head for every man, woman
and child per annum voluntarlly given for
these purposes, which s Indeed more
than say Government dare levy as a tax,
Of course I know that persons outside of
the town attend some of the town churches
and contalbute, but I think this s {ully
offset by the extremely low estimate of
$1,600 per church or bedy, for I am
quite certain, If the real truth wera known,
it would be far more than that amount,
Some of the churches wlil not in any way
divulge the facts, and cf course only the
amount cf such coutributions can bs got
at approximately.”

1f 80 much as $3 for every man, woman
and child is raised for religious purposes
1n Ozhawa, where the parsons, as a rule,
receive from §1 000 to $1,500 each as sal-
ary, how great must the demand be that is
made on the citizens of ['oronto and
other cities, where Protestant ministers
obtain from three thousand to five thou-
sand annuslly, beeides perquisites aceru.
ing from marriages, funerals, etc. MNot.
witistanding these facts and figures,
there is a constant cry among the kiqual
Righters and Protestant fanatics gener-
ally, that the French.Canadians have
to pay enormous tithes to the
Catholic  priests, and that one
of the principal reasons why the French
population goes in such large numbers to
Lynn, Falls River and other manufactur.
ing towns in New Eogland is that they
are fleeced of all their earnings by the
Catholic priests. Tne Toronto Mail
repeated this false assumption on more
than one occasion, and Rev. Dr, Caven
issued & pamphlet on the subject
written by one Robert Sellar, editor
of the Huntingdon Gleancr in Quebec,
In reply Hon, Mr, Mercier states in his
pamphlet “that a more worthless doou-
ment never was written,” and he proves
his assertion by facts and figures as fol-
lows : ‘“And what are the revenues and
resources of the Catholic clergy, which
Mr. Sellar represents as 86 rich?
The tithes alone and a very small
amount of perquisities, say about §100.
What does the tithe represent? It is
quite easy to calculate it by taking the data
furnished by the census of 1881, which
can be seen by everybody. At the rate
of the twenty.sixth bushel it forms about
the following quantities : 58 889 bushels
of wheat, 58 865 barley, 601,310 of oats,
142,208 of peas, 55,494 buckwheat, 12 571
of rye. Estimating them at current
rates, they would represent above $500.
000 in money, But our priests are not
exacting, notwithstanding what M,
Sellar may say, and I can assert, without
fear of contradiction, that, on an average,
they remit or neglect to collect at least
20 per cent, of their tithes, which would
leave & real revenue of not more than
$400,000 to be divided among nine hun.

dred priests’ doing parish work, or sn
average ol §400 each, Adding anolher
hundred dollars for perquisites, which is
certainly the highest amount ever re.
coived under that head, we have a total
of £550. Would you pretend that this is

“Let us not omit to add that our
clergy return to the people a grest part
of this slender revenue (8500 per
ennum) It is, thanks to the generosity
of the clergy, that are founded and
maintained the numerous inetitutions of
charity, asylums, refuges and hospitals
and institutions of public instruction,
which are all over our DPro-
vince, You would be astonished,
you Protestants, at the number of young
men belonging to poor families whose
education, classical and commercial, is
peid for in whole or in part by our good
country priests; you would be equally
asfonished at the number of legacies
bequeathed by those good cures (P. I'.’s)
to our colleges on condition that the
interest thereof be employed to meet
the cost of the education of poor chil
dren, There is not a country in the
world where classical and university
education costs so little as it does to the
Catholics of our Province—where it is so
fully within the reach of all, even of the
poorest, There is not one serious and
sensible man who, knowing our system
of education, would refuse to admit that
it is solely to our clergy we owe these
inestimable advantages.”’

HELIGOLAND.

The cession of this important island
to Germany by the }:itish Government is
exciting just now a great deal of dis-
satisfaction among the English people
at home and abroad. John Bull had
always in hisiory the character which
the name indicates, that of a tenacious,
iron jawed hold.fast upon anything and
everything upon which his rapacious
fangs kad once fastened themselves,
Neither all the power of French arms,
the threats of Russia, nor the arms
of the ferocious Sikhe or Affghans
could loosen England’s hold upon rich
and profitable India, No appeal to
justice, to reason or to common human.
ity can loosen the firm grasp she holds
on the liberties and the life.springs of
the Irish nation, But Germany is a for-
midable rival of Eagland’s power,
and now there is danger of a
conflict between German and British
intercsts in Eastern and Central Africa.
Zapzbar was lately occupied by
Germans and Eoglish as friendly
traders and explorers, Ewmin Pasha,
representing the Prussian Goverament,
and Henry Stanley, the far-famed Eag
lish explorer, were received in Zanzibar
and hospitably treated by the natives
after their perilous adventures among
the dusky natives of hitherto unknown
regions in the deepest recesses of the
Dark Continent. From the glowing ac
counts given by Henry Stanley of the
wealth and fertility of the soil and of
the immense resources of the country
within easy reach of Z anzibar, the Eaglish
Government has set its whole soul and
mind upon appropriating the rich coun.
try of the interior and lording it over
Znzibar and the neighboring islands of
Pembo and Maftia, In order to placate
the German Emperor Haligoland is given
to him, and well may the British nation
applaud itself on the bargain, and no
dovbt it would if John Bull were not the
greedy, grabbing fellow he is,

Heligoland is a little island in the North
Sea at the mouth of the Elbe, which was
taken by British arms from the Danes
in 1807, It received its name of Ioly
Land (Heligoland) from its first mission.
ary, St. Wilbord, who, in 807 A, D,,
preached Caristianity to its pagan in-
habitants, It has been used as a
coaling station and arsenal by the
British Government, and was considered
almost as valuable to Great Britain in
time of LKuropean wars as Malta or
Gibraltar, but in time of peace
was absolutely worthless, or rather & bill
of expense, Still it commanded a strat.
egic point in the north seas and was a
constant menace to Germany in time of
peaceor war. Lord Salisbury announced

that the sgreement with Germany was
signed on Tuesday, 1st July, by which
this important station, with its inhabi-
tants and fortifications, were ull handed
over to the German Ewmperor, He said
the agreement made the inhabitants of
Heligoland eubject to (ierman laws, &
special exception being made in the case
of those now living who would not be
subject to conseription, The Bill passed
Lae first reading on Friday last, and the
sccond was fixed for Taursday next,
It the Bill be earricd in the louse of
Lorde it must then go to the House

of Commons, where there is cvery
reason to sapprehend defeat for
the Tory Government, The people
will sustain no (iwvernment that shows
cowardies or a willingness to retire from
A post of vantage so lovg beld ae that of
Heligoland, Fhe Liberal party is
already raising the cry that Malta must
ba given up to Italy, Jeorsey and Guerns
sey to the Irench ; and what is to pre

ing it time to recover breath, The
shock of this blow eannot be deseribed
to those who study Eaglish politics from
a distance, Compared with it all other
disasters which the Ministry bhave
encountered since 185G were trivial,
The bumptious and blatant  Caine,
bhaving quarrelled with the Union-
ists and resigned his seat,
thought he could impese himself
upon the local Liberals on his own terms,
He made #0 much noise and seemed
such a terrible fellow in the smull area
of the Houeo of Commons that the
Gladstonian leaders here were all in
favor of killing an unlimited number
of fatted calves for him, but the local
Liberals said no, Taeir fight with Caine
had been too long and bitter to be thus
set aside, They insisted on running
their own man, whereupon every politi-
cian in the United Kingdom made sure
that a Tory would win, Oa the strength
of this univereal expectation the Min-
istry began to pick up their spirits and
to talk boldly, When the result was
announced, and, to the general be-
wilderment, the Liberal was dis-

covered to lead in the poll, the
effect was instantaneous. The (iovern.
ment curled like Bret Harte's

philosopher under the application of the

red eandstone to his abdomen, Caine

flopped on his knees and humbly prayed

the Liberals to allow him to roturn to

the fold on their terms instead of his, As

for the Liberals and the Irich, they are

mustering all their forces to lift the roof

of the Parliament house on Mondey with

wild checrs of triumph when the vielori-

ous Liberal takes his geat for Barrow,

Tnis coming week will be one long and

since, More probably if Mr, Smith does
vanish, Mr, Goshen will undertake the
task of conducting the panic stricken
retreat of the Government forces. Under
him it is likely to become a veritable
rout, The Ministers themselves are all
at sen a8 to what todonext, If they try
to save anything out of the wreck and
make a rally on any part of their ecat—
tered programme it will be the new
standing order enabling measures
to be passed to a cortain stage
one sesgion and resumed at that point
the followlng sesslon. At first there wasa
disposition on the Iiberal side to accept
this plan, but now Mr, Gladetone has
decided to oppose It root and branch,
and has the whole compact party at
bis back In his determination obstin-
ately to dlspute every inch of it progrese.
