New York, Sept. 27.—The Asso-
ciated Press this morning icsued the
following:

Another blow was'struck at the
Germans this morning when British
forces south of the Senseée River, be-
tween Douai and Cambrai, launched
an attack over a wide front. First re-
ports from the battle field indicate
that satisfactory progress is being
made. -

Sweeping over positions, which
have been held by the Germans ~for
years ard capturing thousands. of
prisoners, many pieces of artillery
and large quantities of war material,
the French and Amcrican armies on
the Champagne and Argonne fiorest
won a great initial success in their
atteck yesterday. Over a front of 20
miles the American army has ad-
vanced to an average depth of seven
miles, captured twelve towns - and
taken 5,000 prisoners. Wihen the

Americans were s8till pressing for-
ward in pursuit of the
enemy. The Frcneh, west of the
Argonne forest, have "geined from
three to four miles at- certzin points
and are mamtainlng countact with
the énemy.

While Marshal Foch struck -on a
line that has long been quiét, the
Germans evidently were aware that
the .assault was impending, and
knowing ‘its pewer, had withdrawn
their heavier guns a most of the
forces in the first lines to positions
further north.
