There was no warning of falling plas-
ter or cracking timbers. The
fell with a crash, taking down roof
and ceiling with them. iron columns
were twisted as ‘though they had been
soft wires.

Straub
was seen in the doorway of No. 10 just
before the collapse, and the search for
him was pursued in that vicinity,
while that for the girl cashier s con-
fin+d to the ruins of the barber shop.
Shoitly before 6 —the body of Miss
Griffith was found and removed to the
Morgue, where Metz's had been taken
carlier in the day. Straub’'s body has
not yet been found.

x TESLA FAS rxwrr'ﬁu': %
His Light is Perfectod—The Humen Hear
Photographed Accurately.

New York, May 21.—Nikola Tesla
has solved the problem which he set
before himself many years &go, and
which may revolutionize the system of
electric lighting, It is, electrical ex-
perts say, the nearest perfect sdapta~
tion of the great force of nature to the

use of man.

In Mr. lesla’s laboratory, in Hous-
ton—street, is a bulb not more than
three inches im length, whioh, when
into it becomes &
ball ofelight. The heat is almost im-
perceptible. 'With it a very large room
is s0 lighted that it is possible to read
in any corenr. Yet this is dome with-
out-the-attachments I in exiet-
ing lights.

The rays are so strong that the
sharpest photographs may be taken by
them. No new dypamo is required 0
produce the current. The bulb is 8t~
tached to a wire connected with the
street current. There is no danger of
harmful shock in its use.

Mr. Tesla has been working for
many years on his theory of the neces-
sity and the practicability Qfs the con-
servation of electrical etergy. 'he
present incandescent light gives only
three per cent. of illuminating power.
The other ninety-seven per cent, 18
asted in heat.

The bulb which he has perfected
glves ten per cemnt, of light and loses
Mr. Tesla

‘a few more expriments, be able to pro-
duce forty per ceat. of light, so that
the waste will be reduced to only sixty
per cent.,, or thirty-seven per cent.
less than at present.

The principal of light is vibration.
The illumination s secured by means
of what Mr, Tesla terms a vibrating
needle within a vacum. The n
vibrates so rapidly that the figures
per gecond sound imaginary, but it is
this intensity of energy which gives
the light its brilliancy and Its ap-
parent steadiness. 'Lhe lights do not
have to be renewed.

Friends who recently visited Mr.
Tesla saw him photographed by means
of his light. The exposure was but two
seconds in the light of a single vacu-
um tube or bulb, without electrodes,
having a volume of about ninety cubio
inches. The light given was approxi-
mately 250 candle power. The photo-
sraph was as sharp in outlines as
though it were taken in full sunlight.

Mr, Tesla has recently obtained
many photographs in his study of the
Roentgen ray. Je has photographed
the heart of on‘ot his assistants s0
accurately as townote its expansions
and its contractions, and he has also
been able to locate defects in the lungs
of several persons, the presence of
tubercles being very evident.
