“Their ex­
periences,” the dispatch says,/'were ter­
rible, and death was the least part of the 
sufferings of the butchered women.” The 
mandarins endeavor to throw all the 
blame upon the secret societies, but it 
is known they were encouraged by re­
sponsible officers.

Another Foo Chow Foo telegram says 
that all the murdered ladies belonged to 
the Church of England Zenana mission.
Miss Hartford was fearfully injured, and 
bears evidence of the awful treatment 
and cruelty she received at the hands of 
the mob. Several English and American 
children have been killed. The massacre 
commenced early on Thursday at Wha- 
sang, near Kuchang. The houses were 
fired, and eight ladles and a man and 
child were killed and several were wound­
ed, two probably fatally. Troops have 
been dispatched to the scene.

The last letter, dated April 8th., from 
the murdered English missionary, Rev.

wrote: “Ten days ago we were awaken­
ed at 4 o’clock in the morning by a 
native clergyman who crossed thé, river 
In order to bring us the startling news 
thdt the Vegetarian rebels were expected 
At daylight to storm Ku Cheng. The 
gateway of the city was being blocked 
with timber and stone in order to prevent 
their entry. We had 100 men, women and 
children in our compound outside town.
We passed a terrible time of suspense 
until day break when torrents of rain 
fell and the Vegetarians, not liking rain, 
postponed the attack. All the mission 
party started to get inside of Ku Cheng.
The male and female staffs in the early 
morning-after crossing the river in small 
parties in a tiny boat reached the Kue- 
seng wall, the gates of which were block­
ed and had to be scaled with ladders.
During the three following days bodies 

■ •£ citizens guarded the walls, armed with 
prongs and rusty swords. On the fourth 
day the gates were opéned and the man­
darin in command conferred with the 
Vegetarian leaders. What occurred dur- 
iag this interview we do not know. But 
nobody believes we have seen the end 
of this matter. Such a serious affair 
cannot be so easily patched up and is 
probably only begun.” Mr. Stuart’s 
letter concluded: , “All women and child­
ren, , on thp advlcp of the American and 
British consuls, will be sent to the coast.

Chester, Eng., Aug., «.-The Town Hall 
was packed with people, to-day, the 
audience included numbers of Armen­
ians, in anticipation of hearing the long 
looked for speech of Mr. Gladstone upon 
the Armenian question. Among those 
present were the Bishop of Ripon and 
Messrs. D. R. Clifford and Robert T. 
Paine of the American Peace Society. 
The audience rose with vociferous cheers 
when Mr. and Mrs. Gladstone, the Duke 
of Westminster, the Bishop of Chester 
and the Mayor of Chester entered the 
hall. The distinguished visitors were 
ponducted to seats on the platform and 
the cheering did not subside until the 
Duke of Westminster, chairman of the 
meeting, rose to speak. The Duke, after 
a few opening remarks, read a letter 
from the Marquis of Salisbury, the new 
Premier, notifying the Duke that the 
sum og £1,000 subscribed for the relief 
of the Armenians had been forwarded to 
the British ambassador at Constantinople, 
Sir Philip H. W. Currie, who had been 
given full discretion as to the manner 
in which the money should be distributed. 
Mr. Gladstone then rose amid an out­
burst of enthusiastic applause of all des­
criptions and addressing the audience 
said that the Armenian question was not 
a party matter or a religious affair. Con­
tinuing, the great Engltehe statesman 
said the present situation in Armenia re­
sulted from Intolerably bad government, 
perhaps the worst on the face of the 
world. (Applause.) Mr. Gladstone then 
read a resolution to the effect «that: 
“This meeting expresses its conviction
