The progress made during the past 
year places the Legion ip a very 
nourishing condition.

Since its introduction into Canada 
the Oxford Down has proved itself 
well adapted to the country ;and being 
of a very hardy and robust constitu­
tion, it is as well suited to the pur­
poses of the ordinary farmer as to the 
stockman. The ewes are great 
breeders and good mothers, raising a 
couple of lambs well, and at the same 
time keeping themselves in good 
order, while the strength of their con­
stitution is evidenced by the fact that 
they will breed until the age of twelve 
or thirteen, and also raise their lambs 
well. The lambs, when well fed, will 
weigh as high as 180 lbs. Yearling 
rams can be made to weigh 380 lbs., 
and aged rams as high as 450 lbs. As 
to their wool-yielding qualities, rams 
will shear as much as lo or 16 lbs. at 
a year’s growth; and an average flock 
of old and young ewes will give on an 
average U or 12 lbs. of unwashed 
wool, the wool being very fine in 
quality.

Oxford Downs should have a nice, 
dark face, but sometimes there is a 
small grey spot on the top of the nose; 
the head should be well covered 
with wool, and they should have a 
good topknot on the forehead. Their 
frames should be large, with well- 
placed shoulders and wide breasts. 
The fleece should be fine and close. 
The mutton is firm, well-grained with 
lean meat, and of fine flavor. jFor 
crossing common ewes the Oxford 
Downs' are unequalled, their prepo­
tency being very strong, so much so 
that I have seen a flock on which five 
crosses had been made which could 
not be distinguished from purebreeds. 
My first importation of Oxford Downs 
was made in the year 1881, and 1 have 
adhered steadily to them ever since, 
occasionally adding fresh blood.to my 
flock, being fully impressed with the 
merits of the breea. The Oxford 
Down is steadily gaining ground. As 
an instance of the increasing popu­
larity of the breed, I might mention 
that I have this year sold over - fifty 
rams and forty ewes during the pres­
ent season; In fact I cannot supply 
the demand, for wherever they are in­
troduced they early become favorites.

In 
falling the hammer of the gun struck 
the corner of a lounge and the weapon 
was discharged, A scream of anguish 
from the youger lad, who was sitting 
on the floor, told that he hau received 
the charge, which struck him on the 
lower part of the jaw and neck,making 
a shocking wound. Calling for his 
mother the poor boy sank down and 
immediately died He was a son of 
Mrs. W. Renton, a widow, and she 
was prostrated by the shock and is ill. 
The employes of the Auburn woollen 
mills near where the accident hap­
pened, made up a purse of $72 for the 
afflicted mother to-day,
