An Early Convert-

Lucius, king of the Britons, one of
the native princes who was allowed
to retain. his tilte by the Romaus,
gent, it is said, to Pope Eleutherius,
thirteenth in succession . from §.
Peter, to entreat that ke would dis-
pel the darkness of Britain by the
light of Christian instruction. . The
annals, which William of Malmes-
bury believed were of good credit,
further say that zealous preachers
were senf, ip compliance with the
request, into Britain. Fabius
Etbelwerd gives testimony to the
same effect, and the incident-is re-
lated in Bede’s earlier history, and is
accepted as an higforical fact by
Dootor Guest, late master. of Caius
College, Cambridge Euogland, al-
though Abbe Dachesne freats it as
an interpolation. Bede died in 735,
and long before, in the Libar Pontifi-
calis, dating  back to 527, it is re-
corded that Eleutheriug * received &
lstter from Lucius, king of Britain,
that he might be made a Christian
by his orders.”
