The solemn reopening, for 
divine service, of St. Dunstan’s 
Cathedral on Christmas Eve was 

most, memorable event for 
the city and diocese of Charlotte­
town. This inaugural solemn 

ice was the first fruition of a 
undertaking, involving 

■much anxiety and labor, and 
surely brought great joy to the 
heart of hjs Lordship, Bishop 
O’Leary, who has borne upon his 
shoitiders the" arduous responsi­
bility of rebuilding the Cathedral. 
In the ecclesiastical annals of this 
Province, these solemn services 
will cause the Feast of the 
Nativity of the year 1914 to 
stand-out as a notable epoch. 
To bring order out of the material 
ohaoA; to rebuild a Cathedral 
from the blackened, dismantled 
ruins left by the fire of March 
1913 was the colossal task that 
faced his Lordship the Bishop, on 
his assumption of authority in 
the diocese of Charlottetown. He 
threw himself into the work with 
all the ardour of his vigorous man­
hood, and the magnificent Cath­
edral which now replaces the 
ruins of the old one, bears noble 
testimony to the prudent counsels, 
wise business methods and un­
tiring energy of his Hardship. 
It surly most have gladdened 
the heart of hie Lordship to be 
able on Christmas Eve, surround­
ed by his priests, to offer, with 
due pomp and ceremony in this

Christmas seems always to bear 
with it a feeling of being new. It 
is the one feast of the whole 
year that ever preserves its eternal 
freshness. Even when we have 
grown old and each succeeding 
Christmas plants a mile stone that 
shows we have traveled far 
along life’s pathway, still we hail 
this blessed day with the same 
enthusiasm, and the same ex­
uberance of joy as we did in the 
happy spring time of innocent 
youth. And one reason is because 
the mystery we celebrate today 
is one of the strongest reasons 
for our faith, ope of the firmest 
foundations of our hope and one 
of the highest motives for our 
charity. It thus enters into the 
warp and woof of our spiritual life 
For whilst we are in this world 
and serving God, “there remain 
faith hope charity these three- 
but the greatest of these is charity.’"

Christmas is the feast day of 

On the threshold 
of the world’s history a redeemer 
was promised, the eternal son of 
God made man in time in order 
to save mankind. This promise 
however was not to be fulfilled 
for many years. The world 
must first have all the sad con­
sequences of its sin, it must first 
feel all its own helplessness, it 
must become crushed down under 
the gallipg weight of its misery 
aud shame, till almost in despair 
it would call on heaven for a 
deliverer. Four thousand years 
is a long span in the history of 
the human race, and man is by 
nature fickle and changeable. It is 
not surprising then that by the 
lapse of years man gradually 
lost hold of ancient tradition and 
perverted the memory of the 
original promise.

The Maronites chiefly inhabit 
the mountain chain of Lebanon 
between Tyre and the lake of 
Gennesaret. Their chief seat is 
in the District of Kesrawau. 
Their early history is enveloped 
in much obscurity. It is certain, 
however, that when the Byzan­
tine troops were withdrawn in 
685 from the Syrian fortresses, 
the Christians held the entire 
range of mountains from Antioch 
to Jerusalem, and there continued 
to dwell, repelling the attacks of 
the Saracens," and affording re­
fuge to the persecuted Christians 
of the surrounding provinces. A 
force of Maronites in 877 helped 
defend Syracuse against the 
Saracens, and during the Crusades 
they gave valuable aid to the 
Armies of the Cross. Since that 
period the Maronite Christians 
have been from time to time 
subjected to the same kind of 
persecution which "the Armenians 

undergoing at the present 
time. The Turks used the 
Druses against the Maronites 
they are using the Kurds against 
the Armenians now. In 1874 the 
Maronites numbered about 140,- 
000. They are an agricultural 
people, and generally poor. They 
hold property to "be sacred, are 
strictly honest and very hospitable 
In religious matters they 
governed by a Patriarch residing 
at Kanobin, assisted by bishops. 
The Patriarch is elected by the 
people, subject to the approval of 
the Pope. Of the 200 convents 
scattered through the Lebanon 
District, fully one-half belong tp 
the Maronites. The Maronite 
monks followed the rule of St. 
Anthony. Their dress is a black 
cassock, with a hood and lfather
