Mr. MERRITT bad listened with much pain 
to the speech of the hon. member fur Hamilton; 
he would have listened with pleasure had he 
been discussing a practical measure, but the 
same topics which had been discussed for days 
and weeks last session, and which had led to 
scenes of violence of which the less that was then 
said the better, he could not here notice without 
pain. He should not follow the hon. member 
in the course he had taken. They had left the 
scenes of violence behind them in l^ower Cana­
da, and now be entertained confident anticipa­
tions that they were about to enjoy a season of 
more peace aod quietness than they had lately 
passed through. The country would not pros­
per till the feelings of animosity which had pro­
duced these scenes were buried forever. It waa 
improper for the hon. member to mention the 
Governor General in that house; it was the 
ministry who bad advised them that were respon­
sible for the acts be had complained of ; the Gov­
ernor had acted in the rowc«** »t.« «•*»•••-
totion requited of L«u>, ia aeaaotiog to the bill, 
aod for so doiog he had been eulogized by all 
good men throeghont the length and breadth o* 
the land. He believed that the Indemnity bill, 
notwithstanding all that had been said against it, 
had effected a great deal of good: it had shown 
to the people of Canada that they possessed the 
power of self government,—that the Imperial 
government would not interfere with their right. 
He could understand the anger of the hon. gen­
tleman and the member for Huron, who had 
gone to England to ask the Imperial authorities 
tossy, that the minority of tbe people of Canada 
should rale tbe majority.

He 
thought it was their duty to abstain from all at 
tacka on the administration in regard to their 
treatment of the annexation question. One who 
had fought the battles of hie country like the 
hon. and gallant knight should have rather man­
ifested a draise to support the senstUution end 
iho*« who auppvited it.
