SOME PUZZLERS THAT UMPIRES ‘

Slide zt the Plate,

Arother play which puzzles even
the big league ball players, and on
which members of some big league
teams were willing to bet money on
the wrong side last season, was the
slide past the, home plate. About
half the players contend that a man
who slides past the plate without
touching the latter has the liberty of
chaging around behind the lines until
he is tagged by the catcher. Aas a
matter of fact, the play is covered by
the rule regarding running out of:line.
Provided the runner is not touched as
he slides past the cacher, and he
does not violate the three-foot rule,
he can walk to the bench and then
come back, if the catcher does - not
try to tag him. On the other hand,
the moment the catcher follows him
with the ball he is out for running
out of line if he is"beyond the three-
foot territory.

it read ‘“‘three feet out 6f line behind
the home plate,” but the intent of
the rule as it stands at present is
clear enough as to its.intent.

Rules that are missing entirely are
not numerous, but two of them came
to light last season. One is in regard
to a_balk by the pitcher with no one
on Dbase. The rule regarding the
balk is plain emough, but there is no
penalty provided. President Pull-
iam of the National league instructed
his umpires to call a ball in a case of
this kind, but there was no official
ruling in the American league. The
other break in the rules was regard-
ing interference with. the batter by
the catcher. The penalty is provid-
ed here, the batter being given first
base, but the rules fail to exempt the
latter from a time at-bat, as in the
case of a base on balls or a base on
being hit by a pitched ball.
