Tokic, Dec. 20—If the United States 

fleet bound for the Pacific should visit 
Japan it would be heartily welcomed 
according to an interview granted by 
Admiral Count Togo, who said:—

“1 am very glad that the fleet has 
started for the Pacific, if I am correct­
ly informed, it is expected on this side 
in April or May next, if it should ul­
timately touch on our shores we will 
greet them as friends and give them 
the warmest reception. We entertain 
nothing but the kindliest feeling to­
wards American sailors.”

The news of the actual sailing of the 
fleet reached Japan yesterday and this 
morning it was published, accompani­
ed by a description of the scenes at­
tending the start. Foreign Minister 
Hayister voiced the sentiment of the 
whole Japanese people today when he 
said to the Associated Press :—

“Japan will heartily welcome the 
American fleet of battleships to the 
Pacific and to the ports of this coun­
try if it be decided to extend the trip 
in this direction.”

The fact that the fleet is sailing to­
wards the Pacific creates no excite­
ment here and Japan views in the 
friendliest manner any action America 
may take within the scope of wisdom 
in the disposition of their forces.
