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GETS HQNORABLE DISCHARGE.

There was a startling denouement
! yesterday - afternoon’' in the case
against AMréd Edmonds, charged with
stealing - a“fur-lined coat from the
Mac’s élothing store on Namavo ave
nue.  George Ames, one of *he wit.
nesses, was+on the stand on Thar:lav
afternoon at the first . hearing, and was
recalled - yesterday.s After a few min-
utes’ testimony he was allowed to
leave the etand, but as he was walk-
g out of the court he was seized by
Detective Griffith and locked up on
the gharge for which he was the main
witness against Edmonds.

The case against Edmonds was dis-
misged and he .was giten a clear dis-
charge by the magistrate. From the
evidence it might appear as if he were
the vietim.of some of the other men
who saw him at the International he-
tel bar, and in endeavoring to secure
the reward of $25 for the capture of
the thief as advertised by the Mac’s
clothing stote 'deliberately attempted
to fasten the erime upon an innocent
man,  Edmonds is a very respectable
appearing man, an old sergeant-major
in the British army after twenty-one
vears’ service in Egypt and South Af-
rica.” After a full investigation it was
thought by the guthorities that the
accused was innocent,

The coat was taken from the cloth-
ing store on the 90th, the night of the
municipal- election and after a week
George Ames, the porter at the hotel,
and -another man named Greenley, re-
ported that it was in the Internation-
al storeroom. They also said in their
evidénee that they had seen Edmonds
come into the bar on the night in
guéstion with.the coat on his arm,

For the defence Edmonds himself
and two witnesses swore that when
he went into the International Hotel
he .did not have any coat as sworn to
by Ames and Greenley. The Magis-
trates, Major Belcher and Wilson, af-
ter considering the evidence, dismiss-
ed the -case against Edmonds giving
him an honorable discharge.

DAWSON TO HERSCHEL.

An expedition of the Royal North-
west Mounted Police will be dispatch-
ed from Dawson for Fort Macpherson
and Herschel island on the Arectic
ocean, at the mouth of the Mackenzie
river, some time the last of Decem-
ber, says the Vancouver Province.
Preparations are being made at the
Dawson barracks of the police under
the direction of Major Z. T. Wood and
Captain Wroughton, for the dispatch
of the expedition in good time, The
trails usually are not suitable for tra-
velling until the last of December,
and the expedition then usually has
to keep moving when going and com-
ing in order that it does not: linger
until ‘the spring thaws begin to ruin
the snow and the ice on the rivers,

The personnel of the expedition has
not been fixed. " Two members of the
police force will “be selected: to head
the party, and one of them will be in
charge. Three or four other.men pro-
bably will go to assist them, and
among the . partly likely will be For-
rest, the redoubtable musher. who was
a member of the poliea. and had
charge of- the rexpedition to Macpher-
son and retumilast year. If he goes
this time it will: be as Arail guide.

Forrest last «vear surprised. every-
one by making the record run to Mac-
pherson and return. - He . got back
much earlior than -expected. He took
a route lying up the Twelvmile, thence
over the divide to the Wind and the
Peel. The course was through an un-
broken waste of-snow the entire dis-
tance after leaving the Guggenheim
power camps, fifty miles northeast of
Dawson.  The party ran low on sup-
plies, but got fresh game along the
route, and pulled through none the
worses and all fecling like fighting
machines at the finish.
