1. Every day in Lent, except Sun-
day,-is a Fast Day on which one meal
only and a collation are allowed. A
slight refection, however, over and
above is allowed by immemorial cus-

2. By an Indult from the Holy See
renewed April 1914, ad decennium, that
is until 1924, permission is given 1o
use in cooking the lard or fat of ani-
mals on all Fast Days throughout the |
year.

3. By the same Indult the use of
fresh meat is allowed on all Mondays,
Tuesdays, Thursdays and Saturdays in
Lent, except Saturday in Ember week,
March 11th.

4. It is permitted to use fish and
'flesh meat at the same meal opn all
days on which the use of meat is al-
, lowed.

‘ 5. 'Milk, butter, cheese and eggs are
allowed even at the collation every
day during Lent, including Ash Wed-
nesday and Good Friday,

i 6. The faithful are exhorted to
make some compensation for those
Apostolic indulgences by hearing daily
Mass, attending Evening Devotions,
making the Way of the Cross and by
glving alms to the poor.

7. All persons under 21 years of
age and over 60 are exampt from the
Fast; also all engaged in hard labour
or who have to earn their livind by
daily work of a difficult kind, and all
who are in a delicate state of health,

8. All dances, parties and balls, as
well as theatrical and operatic per<
! formances are strictly forbidden dur-
' ing Lent; except on St. Patrick’s Day,
when by immemorial custom these re-
strictions are removed.

9. The obligation of the Lenten
Fast and Abstinence terminates on
noon on Holy Saturday.
