Accompanying the letter were two affi- 
davits signed respectively by Wm. A. 
Johnson and Erastus 0. Jones, vice-presi- 
dent of the company, solemnly declaring 
the City Engineer had no direct or indirect 
interest in securing the contract for their 
company. On Aid. Taylor’s motion the 
communications were filed for reference.

Ald. Bartlett started the discussion again 
by expressing the opinion that it would 
have been a good thing for London if it had 
never seen electric lights. None of the ten- 
ders were clear and he would vote for 
neither of the lights in the city.

Ald. Heaman moved that the City 
Engineer be heard in respect to the expend- 
iture of the Water Commissioners.

Ald. Thomas said before the motion was 
heard he wished to state that he had not 
changed his views since the last meeting. 
If the Water Commissioners were treated 
as reasonable and intelligent men—although 
they were a little cranky—there would be 
no difficulty in getting the money, and if 
they did refuse it could be got anyway. He 
did not think the question of money should 
interfere with the buying of the plant. It 
should not be made public that the Council 
were afraid of two Water Commissioners.

It was then decided to hear the En- 
gineer, who was requested by the Mayor to 
give an estimate of the amount that might 
be required to complete the extension of 
springs over the $70,000 that had been asked

City Engineer Tracy said it was impossi- 
ble to give an exact estimate without some 
preparation. The greatest portion of the 
expenditure would be for the lands which 
would be appropriated, and he did not 
think the Water Commissioners would care 
to express any opinion as to their value. 
In the rough, it might amount to $8,000 or 
$10,000 extra, but although the connection 
of the springs had been a good deal more 
expensive than at first calculated, yet the 
results had been much better than foreseen 
and justified the additional expense.

Ald. Thomas saw no cause to discuss this 
portion of it at all. The Council agreed to 
give the Water Commissioners $70,000 for 
improvements, with the confidence that the 
latter would do what was right. He hoped 
the Council would not go back on what 
they had done. The city was good for $45,- 
000 or $50,000.

The Mayor urged that a motion of some 
kind be made.

Ald. Moule moved, seconded by Ald. 
Anderson:
That taking into consideration the fact that 

electric light is still in its infancy, and the low 
state of the city finances, and no provision 
having been made to pay for a plant, and con- 
sidering also the unsatisfactory character of the 
tenders for supplying the city with a plant. It 
is desirable that the question of purchasing a 
plant be deferred, and that No. 3 Committee 
be instructed to consider the tenders received 
for a contract for lighting the city, and report 
on the sameat the next meeting of the Council.

Ald. Boyd thought that by calling for 
new tenders better lights would be got at a 
cheaper rate, and also the number of lights 
reduced. He believed if the city owned 
and controlled the plant themselves the 
results would be much more satisfactory. 
He would support Ald. Moule’s motion if 
he added that amendment; otherwise, he 
would make a motion to the effect that new 
tenders be called for.

Ald. Jones moved in amendment that the 
tender of the Royal Electric Light Com- 
pany, as amended by their telegram of 
Sept. 15, be accepted, provided the com- 
pany within one week from the meeting 
enter into an agreement for the proper 
carrying out of a contract specified, as the 
city saw fit.

A lengthy discussion ensued, in which 
Ald Taylor remarked that everybody was 
trying to explain what they did not under- 
stand themselves.

Ald. Wyatt asked leave to state that he 
had it from the Ball Company that they 
would accept the city’s bond until April, 
pending legislation.

Ald. Fitzgerald doubted if the city had 
power to issue bonds on what would be a 
last year’s debt.

Ald. Anderson said the raising of deben- 
tures would render it necessary to directly 
tax the people, who, he did not think, 
would stand a raise of 3 mills on the dollar.

The Settlement of An DiMoulties with 
Canada. A special meeting of the City Council was 

announced for last evening, the principal object being to deal with a motion, of which 

Ald. Boyd gave previous notice, to the effect 
that the Council reconsider its decision in 
awarding the electric light contract to the 
Royal Company. Previous to the meeting 
the members held a consultation with City 
Solicitor Meredith in a committee room, 
from which they emerged about 8:30. Those 
present were: Mayor Taylor (in the chair), 
Ald. Wyatt, Heaman, Taylor, O’Meara, 
Moule, Fitzgerald, Wallace, Skinner, Jones, 
Garratt, Glass, Boyd, Dreaney, Bartlett, 
Anderson, Thomas, Luney, Shaw, Assistant 
City Clerk Kingston, and City Solicitor 
T. G. Meredith. A number of electric light 
agents also occupied seats on the benches. 
The Mayor explained the object of the 
meeting, and the bylaws were first taken up.

If the corporation of the city were to pass a 
bylaw for a certain number of thousand dol- 
lars to pay for an electric light plant, it 
would be in the power of the Commissioners 
if they felt so disposed, to apply to the 
Treasurer to pay that over to them, and 
they might even go farther and take pro. 
ceedings for that purpose. Of course, it 
was not to be forgotten that the 
money was to be paid to them in extending 
the system of waterworks in the city so far 
as it might be necessary for the same. If 
the Council were to pass a bylaw for any 
sum, it was within the power of the Water 
Commissioners if they wished to apply, be- 
fore the money was handed to the con- 
tractors, to have it paid over to them, and if 
not complied with, they could appeal to 
the court for that purpose, but how far 
would depend on the amount required for 
the extension of the waterworks system in 
the city.

Ald. Skinner wanted to know if this 
matter was understood at the last meeting 
of the Council. It appeared to him there 
was something like a combine among the 
companies to make the city pay a very ex- 
travagant price. It would be better for the 
taxpayers if they had never seen electric 
lights, and if the Ball and Royal Companies 
had tendered a fair price the question of 
purchase would never have arisen. The 
Water Commissioners were taking advan- 
tage of a simple agreement, but if they 
were brought face to face with the Council 
they might be shown the inconsistency of 
their course.
