Clearwater. Fla., March 23.—No 
matter which way you turn in Clear­
water you are surrounded with 
beauty or find a Brooklyn pitcher on 
the corner. •

It is a place of flowers', fruits, and 
boasts a wonderful marine view. 
Looking out toward the Gulf, no one 
wonders that men travel thousands 
of miles to fish here, and looking into 
the handsome little ball park that 
has been built especially for the 
Brooklyn team, it is no wonder 
Brooklyn has selected this town for 
training quarters for the next two 
years, and perhaps indefinitely.

The weather and nature have been 
kind to the feams in Florida this 
spring, training conditions have been 
superb and the grounds are vastly 
better than the diamond of old. which 
had no turf and" were inches deep in 
sand. Brooklyn has à grass infield 
which is as good as their own at 
home.

Men go out from the landing in 
boats and come back with huge king­
fish. Up to the coast they catch tar­
pon. Robby, the Brooklyn manager, 
sits on the sunny porch of his cot­
tage and, tells about Brooklyn pitch­
ers who "arc bigger than tarpon, for 
he has gathered a wonderful collec­
tion of pitchers in addition to catch­
ing a few kingfish on his own ac­
count.

Brooklyn to Rely on Pitchers.
Brooklyn had a pitching staff last 

year. It was reported to be as good 
as any, and sometimes it was. Some­
times it was better than any, and 
sometimes it was like rhinoceros 
meat hash. In 1923 the conditions 
are coming up again where Brooklyn 
will begin with pitchers, even if there 
are abundant experiments on the in- 
field, and perhaps a shift in the out­
field.

Grimes seems to be in much better 
condition than he was in 1922. Very 
likely it is because he went to Hot 
Springs to boil out. If that helped 
him, so has the climate here helped 
him. He has been lucky enough to 
wander under the rays of the sun. 
That is helping to bring all good 
pitchers to condition, and the com­
bination of Hot Springs and Clear­
water (note the prohibition villages) 
will make this spitballer a good 
pitcher this season or it will prove 
that the spitballers are almost out 
in the National League.

Shriver, who did so well last year 
that Robby has refused more than 
one offer for him, is another who 
may have a good season; in fact all 
of the old-timers look good.
Robby Pick* ’Em—Other* Miss 'Em.

Of the new pitchers, there is Dick­
erman, who was with Memphis last 
year, and who won about two-thirds 
of bis games. Everybody who had 
anything to say about him insisted

Johnston at short, and Mullen at 
third, with Schleibner of Little Rock 
in more recent practice playing better 
than he did when he began. He is 
a slow starter, and is not as tall as 
some first basemen. but he is thick, 
and lands on the ball as if he meant 
to put everything over the fence.

With this pony infield playing for 
Brooklyn—pony with the exception of 
Jimmy Johnston, who may be cap­
tain of the team—it is not possible 
to get a line on what the regulars 
may do. But suppose that the pony 
infield should make good. If, by 
some chance of baseball luck, all 
these youngsters are about to blos­
som into their better baseball, the 
Brooklyns would take the field with 
a team that would carry a threat 
with it every minute because of its 
many pitchers.

Dodger* Have Possibilities.
That is the only way in which you 

can reason out the possibilities or 
this present combination. It is true 
that the arrangements may collapse 
before the season begins, but as it is 
going it is evident that Brooklyn is 
building for success with a combina­
tion of young and veteran pitchers, 
and with a determination to give the 
younger fielders every opportunity to 
show what they can do.

After all, it is about as sensible a 
solution as any that can be found, 
because there is so much to gain if 
only half the arrangement goes right, 
and because there is nothing to be 
gained if the team were to keep on 
as it played and finished last sea­
son.

That Brooklyn has power is indi­
cated by the fact that the Dodgers 
have been able to defeat other big 
league clubs down here. It is true 
that these games are for training 
only, but the Brooklyns have been 
set down by the baseball managers 
as the team least likely to shake 
themselves together. Yet they have 
been winning, and there must be 
some kind of punch for them, even 
in the Florida grape fruit league 
if they can do that.'

The fact that they have won has 
riled some of the other managers

As any fan knows who attended that series, the 
Armories were packed with the biggest crowd that ever attended an indoor 
game of any kind in London, and the series was a financial success 
throughout, even above substantial entertainments put on for the Western 
girls. Shamrocks not only had the guarantee intact, but must have had. 
in the opinion of the fans, a good margin besides.

MASSED DEFENSE

After Third Goal Eastern 
Champs Use Favorite De­

Fence Effectively.

Ottawa Senators captured the third 

game of the world’s series semi-final 
here tonight by the narrow margin of 
one goal, winning 3 to 2. As a hockey 
game, tonight's play did not produce 
the same brilliance seen in the second 
game.

The game tonight was a victory for 
the visiting team purely on the merits 
of their play. They skated and shot at 
least 50 per cent better than in the 
second game.

First Round.
Vancouver was first to cross the blue 

line at the start of the first period. 
Boucher shot Ottawa's first attempt on 
goal. The first few minutes were slow.

Duncan made two fine rushes down 
center ice, but was cut short by Ot­
tawa’s defence. Ottawa paid particular 
attention to its defence, so that only 
long shots were possible. Skinner scored 
an offside goal, which Referee Ion 
refused to allow owing to offside inter­
ference. A few seconds later Duncan 
stick-handled his way through the 
Ottawa defence, drew Benedict out, 
and passed to Skinner, who scored in 
5.32.

Ottawa came back with a furious at­
tack, which resulted in a goal from 
Broadbent’s stick in 1:10 and tied the 
two teams. Skinner put his arms 
around George Boucher, and was ban­
ished for two minutes.

The Ottawa attack was very fast and 
difficult to hold. Most of the play re­
mained in the Vancouver area.

Harrie went on for Frank Boucher. 
His heavy body-checking was immedi­
ately felt by Ottawa forwards. Clancy 
went on for George Boucher. Skinner 
tripped Denenny and drew another 
two minutes on the bench, leaving his 
team one man short. A rush by Gerard 
carried the puck into Vancouver's ter­
ritory, where Broadbent scored on a 
pass from Denenny, giving Ottawa the 
lead in 8:05.

The last two minues of play in the 
first period were distinctly Vancouver's, 
the western champions staging a spec­
tacular offensive, which promised sev­
eral times to produce a goal.

Ask Affiliation.
At the beginning of the year Sham­

Thistles, who had 
been playing hockey all winter, with no 
basketball throw-in, were not ready to 
play that week. and. moreover, resented 
Shamrocks* assumption of condescen­
sion.

Shamrocks thereupon issued a mani­
festo. a sweeping ultimatum to the 
effect that "that was that." It was 
positively all off—absolutely. Thistles 
last chance. Poor Thistles!

This week, as stated before, a game 
between the two teams was suggested 
in connection with a city charity effort. 
Shamrocks again put on their haughti­
est air, and almost declined to discuss 
the thing at all. They would, they con­
ceded, play an "outside " team. ., Aye, 
there's the rub! and shades ot Shake- 
speare. They wouldn't play Thistles, 
hut they would play an “outside team. 
Why? the fans naturally demand in a 
tone several octaves higher than is 
usually necessary in polite circles.

However, the answer was appar­
ently final as far as the Shamrocks were 
concerned, and meantime Shamrocks 
trip blithely off to Chicago for their 
return game with Uptown Brownies.

Shamrocks claim they have no open 
dates before April 14. They have. 
There is March 31, on which they’ll be 
idle. A Saturday night, too. and Sham- 
rocks’ favorite evening to stage a game. 
No more than one game each week con­
fronts them in any case. They could, 
if they wish, switch dates, hut that’s 
almost sure to be one stunt they won t 
work on the much wished-over moon.
