Incend‘arism _
At R :ssland

Four Attempts g Made to Burn
the City Develop in One
Night.

Excitement Runs HighBut Cool-
ness of Firemen. Prevents
Catastrophe. :

Rossland, Oct. 16.—An. atrocious at-

tempt was made here last night by un-
known incendiaries to destroy the ecity.
No fewer than four empty buildings
were fired 'within five hours. The fire
department was on hand in all cases,
and the fire were confined to the build-
ings in which they originated. Great ex-
citement was caused and the incendi-
aries will receive short shrift if they are
caught. The entire force of eight offi-
cers is employed on the case, but the
fire fiends covered their tracks well.

The first alarm was turned in from
two small cottages within a hundred
yards of the Central fire hall. The bri-|
gade was on the spot in less than a min-
ute and the blaze was confined to the
cottages, which were consumed. Loss
trifling.

‘The second fire was discovered half .an
hour later within fifty yards of the first.
This time another shack was burned.
The third alarm came half an hour
later, and a small erection near the Lan-
caster hotel was burned. The fourth
fire, about an hour later, was in a shed;
in the rear of the Hoffman house. _

The repeated alarms drew out hun-
dreds of citizens and much excitement
prevailed. None of the burned buildings
were occupied and manifestly was in-
cendiary. 1t is apparent that the fire
ffiend started at a certain point and made
the round of certain blocks applying the
torch as he passed. The business por-
tion of the city was not touched, but the
results might have been serious had it
not been for quick service by the regular
fire department. NWhile the brigade and
crowd were busy at one point the incen-
diary apparently went into the next
block and prepared combustibles. It is
believed in some quarters that the deed
was the act of an insane man, as no
other supposition is tenmable. The inci-
dent served to demonstrate afresh the
efficiency of the fire department and the

will be marked the boundary line defi-

nitely fixing the division '0f American
and British territory, The United
States will get all the waterways to. the
Alaskan territory with the exception of
the Portland camal;, which gives Canada
an outlet she s0 much needed. The
long-standing dispute wae ouly settled
after a week of keen, trying, secret de-
liberation between the arlitrators. Bven
up to noon today there was an acute pos~
sbility that a disagreement might Tise and
the whole proceedings fall to the ground.
ILord Alverstone, though openly inclined
to believe in the justice of the American
argumen’t that the United States was en-
titled to the heads of inlets as contained
in question five, held out that ‘Canada
had established her case im questions-
two and three, dealing with the Portland
canal. After luncheon Senator Lodge,,
iSecretary Root and ‘Senator Turnen
lagreed to cede these points and to start
the American boundary line from the
head of the Portland canal, thus giving
the (Canadians that channel and some
small iglands on nwhich there are only a
few disused storehouses.

. This accomplished the majority of the
tribunal agreed to fix, with this exeep-
tion, the entire boundary as outlined 1u
the American case.
