THOSE FEARFUL FLOODS,

INCILUULABLE LOSSES IN MIS-
SOUKI AND ILLINOI».

P ———

Miles of Farms Under the Flood-Level—
Thousands of People Driven From
Their Homes—Droves of Idve Stock
Drewned.

CHESTER, Ill,, June 26.—The 8t, Marys
levee, opposite here, broke on Sandsy
night, St, Mary's bottom, a large wheat-
raising region,was flooded and twenty thou-
sand acres of wheat are under water on this
bottom alone. From Chester to Grand
Tower southward in 1llinois for s distance
of twenty-five miles, with an average width
of ten miles,embracing an area of 260 miles,

is nearly all submerged and crops destroyed.
North of Chester, nearly all to the 8t. Lounis
bottoms is said to be inundated, except here
and there on & high ridge. A thoussnd
families must either be living in flooded
houses or have fled to the biuff, The loss
is almost incalculable, The town of St.
Marys, on the Missouri side, is partly sub-
merged, and Kaskakia, on the Illinois side,
will be abandoned by the people, swho have
sent here for a steamer to carry them away,

8r, Lovis, June 26.—8ix villages are
now inundated, ' Three thousand families
have been driven from their homes, and
six thousand head of cattle and other stock
bave beer. drowned. The loss of crops and
property cannot be estimated, but it is
enormous,

The best available information is thut the
river is falling ulowli in East 8t. Louis on
the river side of the Chicago and Alton
track and stili rising out on the bottoms,
East of that embankment from Brooklyn
and Venice on the river bank northward to
Newport, Namcoki and Mitchell up the
bottom for a dozen miles or more there is
nothiag but a broad expanse of water and
the scene is one of desolation shd ruin.
Three quarters of Brooklyn is under water
and only one street in Venice and a bit of
high ground in the northern part of the
town is above the flood level,

In East St. Louis all the lowlands are
inundated to a depth varying from ten to
twenty feet and s hundred houses within
the city limits have their lower floors flood-
ed and many of them their second stories,
South of the city the entire bottom for an
indefinite distance, including the villages
east of Carondelet and Cahokis, are sub-
merged and all the farms for miles down
the river are under water. The loss by the
destruction of crop:” and other farm

roperty  cannot even  approxi-
gmt[:ed, but there is hardly s doubt but
the aggregate loss on the American bottom
between Alton and Cairo will run ‘into the
millions, Nearly s much bottom land
wkirts the river on the Missouri side, most
of which is subject to the overflow, and
hundreds of thousands of acres of land
along the Misscuri river and its tributaries
between here and Kansas City now lie under
the devastating flood and have been swept of
their crops,

Advices from the southeastern sectign of
8t. Charles county, Mo, in the region of
Portage des Sioux, give the individual
losses of about one hundred farmers, which
aggregate over $60,000, and the total loss
in this sectiou alone is estimated s
$200,000,

Very little live stock bas been lost,
as almost all the animais have been driven
to high ground, The reports from Altonabout
the loss of cattle on the American bottom
below that city are simply ridiculous, It is
oot a cattle raising section, and there is pro-
hably not so many cattle on the whole
bottom as is reported lost.

ArcuisoN, Ks,, June 26,—The Omahs
extension of the Missouri Pacific, Atchison
and Nebraska road and St. Joe and West-
ern are badly washed, the latter for a dis-
tance of sixty or seventy miles, Hardly »
single bridge or embankment has been left,
It is doubtful if it will be in running order
for two weeks,  Good judges estimate the
damage done to all roads centering in this
city at half a million,

Kaxsas Ciry, June 26 —The river rose
about three inches during the forenoon and
in the afternoon remained nearly stationery.
The river has risen slightly to-day at Oma
and Yaokton,

8r, JoserH, Mo., June 26,—The river
this afternoon is receding slowly. Reports
from the above state the Platte and river
“Qne Hundred and Two” are rising rapidly
again and inundating the cotton lands.

Beororp, Pa, June 26 —There was &
heavy rainsteim in this neighborhood last
night. Bridges, fences and part of the tracks
of the Bedford division of the Penneylvsnia
railroad were washed away, The low lying
part of the town is inundated, the water
rushing into houses end rising to a height
of several feet, Gteat damage was done to
the crops in the western part of the country.

The league is not a distinctively. catholic organiza-
tion, but its catholic members rcezniu, without
reservation,the right of the catholic church through
its ministers to pronounce nuthoﬂnm all
questionr of faith and morals; that the are
Canadians, and as such are sensible that their first
allegiance is due to Canads, wherein they enjoy the
fullest civil and religious flborw, under a constitu~
tion than which they take pride in saying none freer
is known in the world.

The members are Irishmenr or the sons of Irish-
men, who, mindful of the injunction of the grea$
0'Connell to “Agitate, l%ih(o. agitate,” believe it to
be their duty to further by every legitimate means
the efforts of Mr, Parnell and his to ob-
tain for Ireland the freedom that Canada enjoys,
and the inestimable blessing of home rule that has
made Canada and they feel confident will make Ire-
land a contented and pr ous country.

The league is not a disloyal society nor & society
verging on dlllo{n.lty‘ I%m‘mhﬂ‘l feel that the

interests of Ireland, and in the best interests of
the empire properly understood, it is their duty to
do everything in their power to assist those who by
constitutional means are striving to transform Ire-
land from a province justly discontented with its 10t
and a spurce of weakness to the empire to s self-
Zoverning, self-respecti and d
standing on an equal footing with the sister
t:ulr trusted coadjutor and not their disaffec
slave.

The movement which this lusue is organized to
assist is solely the constitutionsl agitation led by
Parnell, and {t has no werds but of condemusation
for crime in any shape and form, promﬂnaumm
omphrtledly agiinst any nttomsn to fasten re-
