SIR CHARLES DILKE.

A Man Whose Assurance is Perhaps With-
out a Parallel
{G. W. Smalley’s cable to N.Y. Sunday Tribune.]
Lonpon, June 2L.—An address said to
10,000 signatures was pre-
pented on Tuesday to Sir Obaries Dilke con-
gratulating him on his return to public life.
The phrase seems premature. The steps he
has thus far taken have attracted no great
attention, because the danger of his return
4s not believed by the mass of serious people
to be/great. He and his friends do,
no doubt, mean business, but the
Liberal party has -still to be reck-
oned with, and that interesting organism
known as The Nonconformist Conscience
may once more wake up. Sir Charles Dilke
bas a profound behef in the gullibility of the
public, and his assurance is perbaps without
a parallel. In his speech on Tuesday he told
bis willing dupes that his countrymen gen
erally now saw that they had been misled by
false accusations against him. There is no
evidence for such an assertionm, bat, if it
were true, it would not redeem his
pledge never to reenter public life
till he had proved his innocence. The
English pressas a whole have hitherto shown
reat reluctance to resume this subject,
ut matters have now gone so far that on
Wednesday The Times broke the silence and
told Sir Charles plainly that be is in precise-
ly the same position as when the verdict was
given in the divorce court. *‘He has indeed
Imblished a pamphlet for the benefit of his
intended constituency, but he has refuted
nothing. He has prosecuted no one for per-
jury. He has merely reiterated not upon
oath statements which when he made them
upon oath a British jury did not believe.”

They got
a speech out of Lord Salisbury, but
not much else. The speech, indeed, was
well calculated to bring
men down from the clouds, hitherto
their favorite babitation. Lord Salisbury
was in his beartiest vein of hard common-
sense. Don’t,. be said in substance, don’t
bring your colonial statesmen from the utter-
most ends of the earth to London unless you
have some definite schome to lay before
them. He well knows, everybody knows,
that they have no definite scheme. Any
attempt to frame one or to commit
the members of the League to it would
be likely to result in the immediate
dissolution of the League. At present
they are content, as Lord Salisbury told
them eynically enough, to state a‘pmblem.
They offer no solution, and he invited them
to put their best braius at work in search of
one. But that is not in truth the aimn ~of this

) Imperial Federation League. Their aimis to
cultivate that very sentiment which be mild-
iy derided as vain. It is not vain. It is the
sentiment which holds this Empire together
under existing ties; and till better ties can
Le inveuted it is a useful function to
strengthen those which exist.

You can see them hunting
for victims: at one time in Temperance-
street; at another near the Yonge-street Ar-
cade; again in King-street west. They hunt
for & fellow who is bard up. get his note, put
two or three names on it, hawk it about and
have it shaved at three per cent. a month,
and then coolly appropriate the entire pro-
ceeds among themselves, leaving the maker
of the note to pay it when it comes due—if
he is able. The police have a fine chance to
show their mettle in rooting this gang of
sharpers out of the city. Some of them bold
responsible positions—but they will not held
them long.

THE BOND—STB“T PROPHET WITH-

DEAWS HISFA rz’ R ¥ ROM WALES.

He Talks 4Some ,G/ood Democratic Senti-
ment — Admiration For Sir William
Gordon Comming’s Bride ‘Warmly Ex-
pressed—She is a True Woman and a
Noble Sweetheart—Hopes She will In-
duce Sir William to Quit Baccarat.

Rev. Dr. Wild addressed a large audience
last night on * Lessons from the Baccarat
Scaudal,” hasing his remarks upon the words:
« Abstain from all appearance of evil.”

“ We expect,” he said, * from kings,
queens, princes, judges, presidents, ministers
and those in office and in power general good
conduct, Besides individual influence such
offices gather with them additional power
for good or evi. We cannot easily
separate personality, power and in-
fluence. They are drawing closer together
as the years go by. One of ‘the evidences of
the coming millennium may be seen in the
increasing importance attached to character
in the state, in the court, in the pulpit, in the
press and -in business eircles.” Character is
worth something these days. Comparatively
speukinf only a few years ago offences like
those o Sir Charles Dilke, Parnell and Sir
William Gordon Cumming’s baccarat scan-
dal would not have been criticized.

“The conduct of the Prince of Wales, the
heir to the greatest throne on earth, is
openly judeed at the bar of justice and of
public opinion. Let us thank God he was
so judged. [Applause.] I tell you thata
free press and fearless pulpit are the main
factors in the cause of God. Add to this a
healthy sentiment of honor and these
baccarat scandals will soon become things of
the past and divorce suits few in number.”

“It was both an ignoble and noble sight to
see the Prince of ales in the witness-box
and reduced to the level of ordinary citizen-
ship. Though Prince of Wales, he was not
allowed to evade the law. [Applause.] It is
a pledge of Engla.nd’s strength and safety
when the law's impartiality measured
conduct, and - especially so in the
gambling escapade. The Prince of Wales
is the prospective king and the prospective
head of the good old Protestant Church of
England, but unless he mends his ways he
will be & poor head indeed. [Laughter.]
This baccarat scandal tends to draw me
away from the Prince and to his mother, and
1 shall sing all the more lustily, “God Save
the Queen.” [Applause.]

“T,et us not be gloomy or rash, but kindly
and faithfully give him ‘and others in all
stations to understand that the nation can-
not look with silence upon such conduct. The
leaders of the people must wield a power
other than that gained by inheritance. They
must have character, moral purit; and at
least an open respect for the len Com-
mandments. [Loud applause.] In these
days of commotion and revolution
the chain of office is easily broken, kings un-
crowned and thromes overthrown. It is a
dangerous day for a prince to play pranks.

“1t seems to me, inued the preacher,
referring to Sir William @ordon Cumming’s
marriage, ‘‘that it was their own business
and the public have no right to interfere. I
look upon Lady Cumming more as _ & true
beroic woman than otherwise. ‘What else
could you expect but. that a lady truly in
love would stand by her lover? It was wo-
manly of ber. If she had done anythi g
else.I should not have liked her so much.
[Laughter.] The late Sir John Macdonald
said that a friend was of no use unless he
stood by you in trouble, and what is the use
of a man having a sweetheart if - she won’t
stand by him?

His Eventful Career as Drankard, Out-
cast, Boxer and Lectarer.

A large audience unweariedly lis ‘ned for
two hours last night to the life-story of Joe
Hess, the converted pugilist. It was Joe’s
76th address in Toronto and the second time
be had given his thrilling experience, the
former occasion being at the Pavilion above
a year ago. He is as voluble and stout as
ever, and though only 40 yearsof age he
avers he has had 150 years of expetience.
His downward career after taking his first
glass in Buffalo in 1865 was rapid. In detail
he described this and his consequent suffer-
ingsand degradation. Specially interesting
were his Hamilton experiences, where ha
arrived with 7 cents in his ‘pocket, hawked
sausages, and was entrusted with $250 to
bribe voters. Coming to Toronto he worked
at Gurneys' foundry, then on the Grand
‘Trunk. tended bar, lived in & hovel in Stan-
ley-street, took part in a yariety show in
‘Adelaide-street. All these occupations he
lost through drink, and also subsequently
that of coachman for Mr. Walker of the
Golden Lion. How he was prevented com-
mitting suicide in the bay, his connection
with the Toronto sports and many other
local episodes he graphically described, as
well as his wanderings in the States and Can-
ada. He was arrested at Rochester as’ aider
and abettor in a prizefight, and it was in
that city six years ago that he after an at-
tack of delirium tremens foreswore the bottle
and got converted. Since then he has been
as he describes it, ¢ fighting the devil,” an
according to his own account with much suc-
cess. Last night’s service at the Auditorium,
in which also Rev. J. M. Wilkinson took
part, was regarded as highly encouraging.
