We have already pointed out that the 

Street Railway Co. is subjecting the public 
to a big risk on account of the way the 
motormen are allowel to cross railway 
tracks. The company’s rule obliging the 
conductor td run ahead and look up and 
down the track before the oar crosses is a 
good one,but It is almost superfluous In 
where

oases
are employed day 

for this very pur­
pose. Au accident resulting from 
a car colliding with a train whose presence 
in the vicinity is not kno-vn is a refry remote 
one, so remote in fact that it need not be 
considered serious 1 It is when the gates are 
dowu and when a train I» actually In view 
that danger is most imminent. In Quesn- 
strset east many trains crosi the street dur­
ing the day. It is not an infrequent occur­
rence for a trolley oar to corns to a stand-

gatemen 
nightand

«till while the train is passing. The source 
of danger we refer to lies6 in the ’^act 
that the motorman very often keeps 
his car running at a rapid gait while he is 
approaching the passing train. He gener­
ally comes to a stop about 10 or 21 feet off 
the train. Mow, if anything should beppen 
the brake gear at this particular time a car 
load of people would be run straight into the 
side of a rapidly mgving train.and the results 
would he terrible to eon template. Or if 
anything should happen to tbe motormen 
himself the same result would likely follow. 
The situation is one of daoger aud a new 
rule should be issued to govern the use. 
The best proof of tbe danger is tbe fact that 
it hae already, occurred. The very contin­
gency that we have pointed out as possible 
arose in Toledo last week. A car on the Erie 
street line ran Into a moving train on the 
Wheeling & Lake Erie Road. Tbe conduc­
tor end motormen saved themselves by 
jumping. Fortunately no passengers were 
on the car. Had there been, eerioue Injury 
and loss of life must have resulted, as the car 

crushed to atome by the heavy railway

Slim Prospect, tor the Wilson 11111.
Tbs prupsets of the Wilson Bill becoming 

law in anything like Its preeent shape are 
more and more remote every day. The 
United States to-day is in no condition to 
withstand tbe effects of the proposed violent 
wrench which everyone confesses will for a 
time at least operate adversely on nurly ell 
the industries of the country. The revenue 
for the past six months shows a large and 
unexpected deficit, and the deficit ie getting 
largeAmontbly instead of smeller. Over one 
million workmen are out of employment In 
the United States and nearly every town and 
city has found It nrceisary to use their muni­
cipal machinery for providing ways and 
means for relieving the all-prevailing dis­
tress. The object of the Wilton bill ie to 
encourage imports, whioh means that goods 
now made by Amerlun workmen in the 
United Statu will be made by foreigner» in 
other countries. That is to say, tbe 
tendency of the bill, for a time at 
least, ie to restrict tbe amount of 
work now available for workingmen. 
Under these conditions it is not surprising 
to learn that the bill ie destined to meet an 
opposition little dreamed of when it was 
first published. A Toledo exchange says 
that a careful canvas» has bun made of a 
portion of the members of the Housk. and 
thus far one hundred Democrats have been 
found who will vigorously oppose certain 
features of tbe bill. There are more than 

sixty who are assured in the mut convinc­
ing matter that they will be crushingly 
defeated next fall if they do not oppose tbe 
bill Tbe congressmen from most of the 
northern districts are overwhelmed with 
protests against the passage of the bill from 
hundreds end thousands of their Democratic 
constituents. And then it is less than a year 
until the congressional elections next fall. 
Few Democratic members from tbe north 
care to go before their ruioed and starving 
constituents to defend this measure.

Oar Rope Is In Oar Mine..
The one industry that is as yet undevelop­

ed in Canada to any extent is mining. And 
it is from her mines that the Dominion will 
probably profit more largely in tbe future 
than from any other industry. In Ontario 
we have worked our agricultural resources 
pretty thoroughly, although tbe Northwest 
has made but a beginning in that line. We 
know what our lumbering and fisheries 
amount to and .whet may be expected of 
them in the future.

But in our mines we have an Industry the 
value of which we hoys as yet no real con­
ception. We know that immeosa wealth 
will be taken from the metal-bearing rocks 
that are to be found ell over Canede.but just 
when tbe work will begin in earnest or how 
rapidly it will develop when once started no 
one con tell us with certainty, 
mines is the one big asset that we have not 
yet realized on, and as to it» value we are 
still in the dark, although we know this 
much, that its value is great. Both the Pro­
vincial and Dominion Governments ought to- 
take up this industry and galvanize it into 
life as soon as possible. It will not only pro­
duce a lot of wealth in itself and afford em­
ployment for many men, but It will materi­
ally benefit all our otheç industries. The 
farmer, the manufacturer aud the lumber­
man will all profit by the development of our 
mines.

ton. Mr. McLeod Stewart proposes the 
construction of a ship canal from the St. 
Lawrence to Ottawa in order to make the 
Capital the western terminus of ocean 
navigation. The, scheme is a beauti­
ful one—on paper. Ocean vessels at 
anchor under the shadow of the Parlia­
ment buildings would tnaks an ele­
gant subject for the painter. But are not 
some of oar Canadian artiste possessed of 
imagination enough to figura out the de­
tails without building this canal and bring­
ing up the yessele ? The Hamilton scheme, 
which ie outlined in the current nombrr of 
The Canadian Engineer, is tne building of 
a canal and tunnel from Lake Erie to the 
Ambitions City.

^ Tax Exemptions a Fraud.
Editor World: YTour editorial in to-day! 

World pointe out tbe transparent face that 
tbe taxation in this city is extortionate, and 
that the people csuuot stand it much longer. 
That the landlords are^the greatest sufferers 
there can be no question. Then property is 
assessed at about double its real value when 
we consider the low rents prevailing at the 
preeent time. The fact is that real estate is 
now a liability instead of an asset, and 
likely to remain so until eweepiog reforms 
are inaugurated. Retrenchment is absolute- 

necessary in every department, and 
salaries of over-paid officials should he cut 
down 20 per cent.. And all should be made to 
contribute to the general depression now ex­
isting. But the most gigantic evil of the pre­
sent day is tax exemption. When we consider 
that nearly one-sixth of the total assess­
ment of this city is exempt from taxation, it 
vyill easily be seen who are the greatest suff­

erers, and that real estate holders are paying 
other people’s taxes as well as their own. 
Tbe only sound and equitable basis of taxa­
tion is that all property of whatever descrip­
tion should bear its fair share of the burdeu. 
The whole system df tax exemptionsJs rotten 
to the core, aud cannot staud the light of 
scrutiny. Any government that would 
countenance and legalize such a palpable 
fraud should be ;wiped out of existence. 
Under the present system the general tax­
payer is compelled to support every church 
edifice and ecclesiastical institution iu the 
city, from the cathedral down to the faith

The Canadian bank Maternelle reflects a 

<}uiet condition of trade during November. 
The cireulation of bank notes on the 30th 
lilt, wee much smaller than usual, which is 
due partly to inactivity and low prices of 
grain. The notes in circulation were only 
$35,120,561 as compared with $36,906,941 
on Oct. 31, $37,124,505 on Nov. 30, 1892, 
and $37,430,690 on Nov. 30, 1891.

There ie an increase of $1,259,400 io 
publie deposits, those peyab e after notice 
having increased $857,200. The latter now 
aggregate $104,414,955, a greater amount 
than on any previous November. A year 
ago time deposits were $101,240,061, and 
two years ago $89,294,205. Demand -de­
posits, on the other hand, are $62,926,785, 
which ie $5,374,271 lees than a year ago.

Specie increased $310,126 during Novem­
ber and aggregate $7,589,418, ae » gainst 
$6,257,955 a year ago aud $5,783,640 two 
years ego. Dominion notes decreased 
$268,127 and the total amount to $13,041,- 
516, ai compared with $11,493,958 a year 
ago and $10,104,057 two years ago.

The balance in Canadian banks! in the 
United States shows an increase of $
201 daring November, aggregating $16,- 
242,571, but this is $7,030,075 lees than a 
year ago and $4,121,971 lees than two-years 
ago. Call loans decreased $216,500 and are 
$5,550,000 less than a year ago. Public 
discounts decreased $2,858,500 during 
November, the aggregate being $201,996,- 
246. A year ago they amounted to $197,- 
105,799 and two yeay ago to $187,847,645.

Where the Ocean la .Wiles Deep.
Proceeding westward from the Irish coast 

the ocean bed deepens very gradually ; for 
the first 230 miles the gradient is but six feet 
to the mile. In the next 20 miles the fall is 
over 9000 feet, and so precipitous ie the de­
scent that in many places deoths of 12,000 
to Iti.OUO fathoms are encountered in very 
closd proximity to the 100 fathom line.
