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— United States papers are every

dsay giving away the weakness of their
fishermen’s position on the fisheries
question, A number of journals that
before Congress refused to renew the
Washington treaty, favored the recipros
city, have altered their tone, and many
papers are becoming positively belli-
gerent. The advocates of protec-
tion to the fishermen, contended
that the latter were entirely indepen-
dent of any fishing privileges they had
hitherto enjoyed from the Dominion.
The fallacy of this was patent to every
one who had any intimate acquaintance
with the matter. The repeated violas
tions already made of the section of the
present law, which only allows vessels
to enter our harbors for wood and
water or shelter, or to repair damages, |
show to what an extent United States
fishermen are dependent upon us for
many privileges. If United States
fishermen want nothing from us, why
are they continually banging around our
coasts? One schooner goes too far,
transgresses the law, is captured. and
the whole United States commences to
empty torrents of wrath and -threats
upon our government. They deliber-
ately refused theee very privileges,when
they were offered in the most conoiliats
ory spirit ever used by one government
to anothef, it being even carried so far
as to continue them in all hitherto en-
joyed privileges, for months, without
any return, and which they meanly ac-
cepted without even acknowledging the
oourtesy, and now because we exaot
our simple rights, there is the very
dickens topay. The faot is, the Ameri~
cans are only pursuing their character-
jstic policy of trying by a lot of
bluster, to blind the eyes of the
home government and thus induce
that body to concede to them every-
thing, and give nothing in return. We
do not feel so sure but they will suoc~
ceed yot. It appears as if England
did not fully realize the importange of
the matter to us, and may yet re-adjust
the treaty in a manner that will for ever
debar us from any chance of a fair
trade in this direction. England has
been overreached often enough by the
United States. It is to be hoped, theres
fore, for the honor of her colonies, that
she will firmly sustain us in our posi
tion now. :

‘The case of the David J. Adams,
which 1s the immediate cause of the
present bigh tone now being assumed
by the portion of the republic’s press
referred to, will soon come up for trial
in the Admiralty Court,and it is to be
hoped that the very best lawyers in
the United States, will undertake the
defence, s this should be a test case,
and tried purely on its mérits.

While so many of the United States
papers regard the existing state of af-
fars between the two countries, in snch
an unfair light, there are still not a
few who do not shut their eyes to the
justice of our position. Ope of the
“latter, the Philadelphia Record, makes
the following common sense state-
ments: —

t« The question at issue is a very simple
one. If the Canadians are permitted to
send fish to this country on equal terms
they are perfectly willing to let New Eng-

Sand fishermen have equal rights in their]

waters. But this is just what New Eog-
Jand fishermen do not want. They insist
apon going into Canada for bait and fish,
and they demand at the same time that
the fish of Canada when sent to this
country shall be subjected to a daty.
Free trade in supplies of food fish will re-
move at once every pretext for a quarrel
svith Canada.

Tug Next GrEaT Storm. — Stone Wig-
gins, the well-known weathor prophet and
astronomer, still adheres to his prediction,
made two years ago, of a storm of excess
sive magnitude to take place in September
next.

It will rage in the British
Isles from the 25th to the 27th of Septemn
ber inclusive, aud striking across the
Atlantic, it will be felt with great severity
in America on the evening of the 29th.
