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A New Industry in Annapolis.

Over the border the process of evapora-
tion in the dessication of fruits and root
wvegetables has boen known and practised
with success for several years past, and the
exportation of these products has grown into
a large and profitable trade, amounting in
value to millions of dollars, and they find a
ready and remunerative market in France,
England, and other European markets. It
geems that the fame of our valley as an
apple-producing district has reached the
ears of American capitalists, who have in-
vested in the construction of a large evap-
orator in our sister town—the ancient cap-
ital of the province—which we hope will be
attended With success. They have leased
the Acadian Warehouse for their purpose,
in which they have just completed their
works. The dessication is produced by
steam conyeyed by means of iron piping
from the boiler set up in one end of the
building, and the fruit, after the paring,
coring, and slicing operations have been
performed, is brought into contact with
the heat supplied by 10 or 12 thousand
feet of this piping, and the evaporation is
completed when the racks containing the
fruits have traversed a certain distance, in
the range of these pipes, and are then ready
for packing for market. It remains only for
our apple growers to make this a success-
ful undertaking, for to them the proprietors
look for their supply of the raw material.
The quality of apples used have hitherto
generally been left to rot on the ground, or
been fed to pigsand cattle. From a circular
before us, addressed to farmers, by Mr. Thos.
8. Whitman, the General Agent for Nova
Scotia, we learn that ** all sizes, varieties,
and conditions of apples, not rotten, includ-
ing windfalls, wormy, deformed, and
spotted, whether natural or grafted,” will
be bought from them for dessication in this
establisement, and fair prices will be paid
in cash for them on delivery at any railway
station in the county. Many thousands of
bushels of otherwise almost uscless mate-
rial may be turned into cash by the fruit-
growers of the valley for all time to come.

We cannot close this notice of the enter-
prise named without reference to Mr.
Whitman, the general agent. Itis to his
representations and spirit of enterprise
that the county is indebted for the trial
now being made. He is a live business
man, and has done much toward keeping
the wheels of progress in motion in the old
town which contains his home. With such
an agent failure seems almost impossible in
this instance, and we earnestly bespeak the
hearty co-operation of our people in making
the evaporation of fruit and roots in this
section of the province a complete success.
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Distress in Dakota.

A leading Canadian journal tells us that
at a meeting of Dakota farmers recently
convened, a delegation was appointed to
visit Manitoba, in order to prepare for a
general migration to that provinee, a course
which they declare is forced on them by
the distress to which they bave been re-
duced. ‘‘Many of them ” says the Empire,
¢ are in such an impoverished condition that
they cannot move withont some assistance,
and, if possible, some plan should be de-
vised for affording the needed aid. They
would make valuable settlers.”

Before the Committee of the Commons
on Immigration, at a meeting held last
February, the fact was stated that not less
than 40,000 settlers came into Canada in
1889 from the United States, and of these
it was said that at least two-thirds were
Canadians returning to settle in their na-
tive land. The witness who stated these
facts assured the committee of their com-
plete correctness, the information having
been obtained at the American customs
houses, where their effects and numbers
were duly registered. The distress in
Dakota and in other sections of the Ameri-
can west will give an impetus to this immi-
gration in the current year, which may
double the number of last year.

Behring Sea Embroglio.

In former years it was sgenerally during
this month that news used, to_reach us of
the seizing of Canadian sealers by United
States cruisers, It appears from news
lately received that, owing to the remon-
strances of Lord Salisbury against such
acts of piracy, no seizure has, as yet, been
made, and our seal fishermen have suffered
no hindrance in the ‘prosecution of their
business, save that of the serving of a
notice forbidding them to trespass on as-
sumed American rights'in that sea. After

_"all the bluster of Mr. Blaine, be did not
see his way clear to follow it up, in the
face of the declaration of the British gov-
ernment, that if our sealers were molested
in their legal operations in that sea here-
after, until a final settlement of the dis-
pute, such a course would be considered a
causus bellum, and he has been compelled
40 back down and out of his untenable posi-
tion. The seal fishery has, so far this sea-
son, been a partial failure, but in its prose-
cution Canadians have been as successful
a8 any.

—Referring to the shipbuilding industry
in Nova Scotia, the Montreal Star says:
¢ A time must come when theiron and coal
of Nova Scotia will make that province one

-of the greatest building countries ‘in the
world, Capital, machinery, skill, Lo,
and & dense_population, such as Glasgow
possesses, are powers against which the
_province cannot at present contend. Never-
1ess, the day of Nova Scotia’s greatness is
sure to come when the Dominion will be
developed to the right conditions for giving
its maritime population scope for their
gnterprise and energy.”

Honor to Whom Honor is Due.

It will be within the memory of our read-
ers that Miss Maud Sanders, of Lawrence-
town, in this County, was announced some
time ago to have won a county prize in the
Montreal Witness Prize Competition for stor-
ies connected with the country, written by
the school-children of Canada, Miss San-
ders, who is a great-great-grand-daughter
of the late Pardon Sanders, artificer, in the
employ of the Board of Ordnance, London,
Eng., and who died at Annapolis more
than half a century ago, was a competitor,
and it is with great pleasure that we now
copy the following from the Witness of the
17th current, which shows that this young
lady has also been awarded the highest
prize for the Dominion. The Witnesssays :

¢« We heurtily congratulate Miss Maude
Sanders, of the Lawrencetown School, Au-
napolis Couuty, Nova Scotia, in being the
winner of the piano, and we are convinced
that when her striking story is published
few will look upon it as derogatory to the
other stories that this one receives the
prize.”
