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CHILDREN’S DAY,

For many years past the third Sun-
day in October has been observed by
the Anglican Church throughout Can-
ada, as “Children’s Day.”

The object and purpose of this ob-
servance is set out in Canon VII of
the General Synod as follows:

1. Specific Intercession on behalf
of the home, the Sunday school and
other educational agencies of the
church.

2. Supplying information concern-
ing the church’s educational work.

3. Holding special services #or chil-
dren and adults,

4. Providing offerings on behalf of
the work of the “General Board of Re
ligious education” (G. B. R. E.)

Each vear a personal letter is writ-
ten for the children by one of the
leaders in the church and distribut-
ed to each one. This year it is writ-
ten by the Archbishop of Nova Scotia.

A secomvd
general distribution this year, it is
entitled “Our Greatest Responsibil-
ity and How to Meet it.”

A third pamphlet is entitled “The
Parent and the Sunday School.” This
title is suggestive of the people of
the pamphlet. On page 7 are twelve
questions for self-examination the
last of which is:

“Am I teaching my children by my
example that the joy of the Lord is
my strength, the Lord’'s Day is my
day of obligation, His House my spirit
ual home?”

Speaking on the subject of “Chil-
dren’s Day” last Sunday in St James
church, Canon Underwood asked for
a whole-hearted and enthusiastic ob-
servance of the day. First by a large
attendance at the 8 a.m. celebration
of the Holy Communion, then by a
special effort on the part of parents
to be present at the 11 o’clock service
which will be under the auspices of
the Sunday School, and in the even-
ing when he will speak on “The
Home, the Sunday School and the
Church.”

On Monday evening next there is
to be held in the schoolroom (St.
James) a conference of teachers, par-
ents and all interested in work
amongst the young, especially in and
through the Sunday School.
