NE\V BRUNSWICK PROBATE.

This Province has a set of 6 stamps,
which arc used for the payment of Pro-
bate duty, and were first issued in 1893.

In design, the stamp vages greatly
from the artistic law issues. It is a
dagger tumed upwards, above which are
the scales of Justice, both within a circle.
“ New Brunswick® appears at the top,
while word * Probate ™ appears Lelow.,

20 * red.

5% ** brown.
£2 blue,

5 green.

$20 prrple.

P.E.I. Curiosities.

This Province takes the honor of having
some of the wmost curious specimens of
the printers’ or lithographers' art. The
printing of some of the denominations
has been so carelessly done, that collec-
tors just beginning will not put them in
their albums, thinking them to be counter-
feits (of which there are a number) which
has induced me in a very short article to
give a few pointers.

‘The stamps most unacceptable are of
the 1870 issue, and comprise the 1d, 2d,
3d and 9d. Being printed 300n a sheet
may account for some of the impressions
or again poor rollers and bad ink may
have had somcthing to do with it. On
some of the 1d will be seen a broken N,
in island, two lines apparently running
together and two full stops at . Island .
I the 3d,a colored dot in the centre
before ¥ in Pence can be seen. Others
have a dot over top bar of the last E in
Three. In the gd a dot in front of Stg.
and on others of this value two full stops
one over the other, after Stg.

In seeing the above markings on any
of these stamps, do not hesitate to add
them to your collection as they are all
right, since the forger so far has not been
able to imitate the missing links.

One of the rarest of the P.E.1. stamps
is the 1d, which has an outer line all
around it. This scems to be foundina
golden brown color.
