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on very much; of course, there is no lacing in this class of
belts, but at the same time it has to be most carefully handled,

. and if you get it running crooked, look out, as you will have
a great deal of trouble with it.

I think it is in order that a vote of thanks be given Mr.
Wilson for his attendance here to-night, and presenting us such
a fine paper. I take great pleasure in moving this vote of
thanks. Seconded by Mr. Fletcher, carried.
