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8opt. 9.—Rowed 0 miles, landed and then wended my way through n good bush
rond. Tt rained the whole way, and in a boat you must recoive all the rain—no help
—tomorrow is our communion Sunday nt Minden and no disappointment must be,
if possiblo. It must not bo thought that the missionary only hns to bear theso
hardships—his family, if the Sundny be rainy or vory windy, are kept from public
worship, not for that.day only, but for o whole month. No way on land as yot being
open to any place of Divine Servico, .

At Minden n good congregation assembled—not many at Lord's Supper—was
invited to n houso near to dine—then started for 9 miles over ono of the worst per-
tions of Bobeaygeon Rond to meet tho Kinmount people. The school house was full,
and the servico pretty fuirly oarried out, whon wo consider it 8o now to many. Two
baptisms nnd a wedding nlso wore colebrated, which brought night upon us, but
with a father and dnughter I started for their dwelling, some 2} miles farther away.
I and they walked very ensily through the bush road, but the river part was to be
dong in a log canoe. The daughter our chiof pilot. I to onrry out my office had to
hold tho lantern to shew any obstacle that may imperil us. And there is many o
rock or snag, or log that would upset a canor, but by slowly progressing Providence
brought us safely to my lodging, n thorough chureh family, The wholesomeness
of euch n company appeals to one’s feelings in freedom nat once. We sang two
gzulms + I read a portion of Scripture, and held family prayer, and so ended a busy

ay.

I ought to sny the Government are doing great things for us in bettering the Bob-
caygeon Road, so that by Autumn’s ending I may drive a buggy over it in pleasuro
from Minden to Bobcaygeon Village.

11th. Returned homeward—pnying & few visits. Met n man resting his oxen,
asked his welfare, his country, his church. Found him my own county and
countryman ; this easily led me toplan n mission far back castward, where ¢ all
will be gind to see me,” and little ones there too have never been dedicated.
