OTTAWA, ONT.—The Ottawa Gas Com-
pany will lay new pipes on a number of
streets in the spring.—The vacant lot on
the west side of Bank street, next to
Sniders studio, has Leen sold to Jos. R.
Douglas and to H. H. Girvin, who will
cach erect a new building thercon.—The
rcbuilding of J. R. Booth’s mill at the
Chaudiere Falls will be commenced at
once The site is now being_ prepared.—
Extensive repairs will be made this winter
to Messrs. Buell, Hurdman & Co’s saw
mill including the installation of several
new water wheels.

Hamnnton, ONT. The Hamilton
Grimisby and Beamsville Electric Railway
Company will apply to Parliament for an
cxtension of its charter to ailow them 1o
build a linc from Bartonville north to the
beach road and thence across the beach
to Bulington ; also from Grimsby south-
castward to Smithville—A meeting of
the representatives of the various Athletic
Associations was held a few days ago to
discuss the details of the scheme for con-
verting the old post office building into a
club house. Mr. W. A. Edwards pre-
sented plans of the proposed changes, and
after some discussion the miceting was
adjoumned for a week.

MONTREAL, QUE.—Plans arc now in
course of preparation by the Road De-

artment for the cxtension of the dyke at

erdum.—The proposition submitted by
the C. P. R. authorities regarding the con-
struction of the cast cnd depot has been
approved ot by the City Council, and the
station is now an accomplished fact so far
as the Council is concerned.—At a meet-
