that by the advice of Our Privy Council for Canada, We have this day, given Orders
for issuing Our Writs in due form, for calling a Parliament in Our said Dominion,
whieh Writs are to bear date on the TWENTY-NINTH day Of SEPTEMBER instant, and to
be returnable on the FiFTEENTH day of IDECEMBER next.

IN TEsTimONY WHEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent, and
the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. WITNESS, Our iRight Trusty
and Riglit Well-Beloved Cousin and Councillor the Riglit ilonourable Sir
GILBERT JOHN ELLIOT, Earl of Minto and Viscount iMelgund of iMelgund,
County of Forfar, in the Peerage of the United Kingdom, Baron Minto of
Minto, County of IRoxburgh, in the Peerage of Great Britain, Baronet of
Nova Scotia, Knight Grand Cross of Our Most Distinguished Order of St.
Michael and St. George, &c., &c., Governor General of Canada.

At Our Government iHouse, in Our City of OTTAWA, in Our said Domin-
ion, this TWENTY-NINTH day of SEPTFMBER, in the year of Our Lord
One thousand nine hundred and four, and in the Fourth year of
Our Reign.
