ucts, coal, steel, gypsum and crushed rock
were ail down.

2. The management of the raiiways also ad-
vises that it is flot possible to answer the
question in the form asked as the system is
flot administered by provinces but by regions.
The figures for the Atlantic Region, whicb
includes lines in the provinces of New Bruns-
wick, Nova Scotia, Newfoundland and Prince
Edward Island and those in the province of
Quebec, east of Riviere du Loup and the NTR
line east of Charny, are as foliows:

ELIZABETH HOTEL

Question No. 681-Mr. Smnallwood:

1. What was the total government expenditure
on the rentai of guest accommodation in the Queen
Elizabeth Hotel, during Expo '67?

2. Did the federal government lease an entire
itoor of the Queco Elizabeth Ilotel, Montreal, for
the duration of Expo '67?

3. What other accommodation was Ieased by the

federal government for visitors during the period
April 27 to October 29, 1967?

Mr. Albert Béchard (Parliamentary Secre-
±ary la Secrelary of State): Mr. Speaker, I am

informed by the Privy Council office and

the Departmient of the Solicitor General as

foilows: 1. The total expenditure, as at No-

vember 20, 1967, on rentai of gucst accommo-

dation at the Queen Elizabeth Hotel during
Expo '67 amounts to $137,048.83. Guests in-
clude the official visiting parties and the
accompanying Canadian officials. The above

figure inuludes prearranged staff gratuities.

Eight thousand, eight hundred forty-eight
dollars by the Royal Canadian Mounted Po-
lice for the accommodation of police person-
nel responsibie for the security of visiting
heads of state and other state visitors during
Expo '67.

2. An entire floor of the Queen Elizabeth
Hotel was not leased for the duration of
Expo '67. A block of rooms, however, xvas

leased by the Commissioner General for Vis-
its of State 1967 from April 27 to October 20
inclusive. By agreement with the hotel these
reoims cuuld be rented out if they were not

required by the Commissioner General.
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
