ATOMIC ENERGY CONTROL REGULATIONS—INSPECTION OF
LICENSEES

Question No. 1,725—MTr. Francis:

How many licences issued by the Atomic Energy Control Board were
reviewed for breaches of the regulations in that particular licence and
what action, if any, was taken as the result of such a review?

Hon. Donald S. Macdonald (Minister of Energy, Mines
and Resources): Atomic Energy Control Board reports as
follows: There are currently approximately 3000 Atomic
Energy Control Board licensees of which total 2900 are for
radioisotope users and the remainder for other prescribed
substances users and nuclear facility operators. The
regulatory compliance performance of each of these licen-
sees is reviewed continuously through a system which
includes some or all of the following elements, depending
upon the nature of the licensed use or operation. 1. Inspec-
tions. AECB-appointed inspectors make periodic and
unannounced inspections of the premises of all licensed
users and operators to determine that the terms and condi-
tions of the licence and the requirements of the Atomic
Energy Control Regulations are being complied with. In
the case of nuclear power plants being constructed, tested,
commissioned and in the early stages of operation, resi-
dent AECB inspectors are stationed at the plant.

2. Film Badge Monitoring. Licensees are normally
required, as a condition of licence, to use a film badge
service to provide a record of individual radiation expo-
sures. Film badge results are reviewed and overexposure
and chronically-high exposure cases are monitored.

3. Mandatory Reporting by Licensee. All licensees are
required by the Atomic Energy Control Regulations to
report unusual occurrences which did or could have
resulted in a breach of regulatory requirements. These
reports are investigated by AECB staff and/or advisers.
Prescribed substance supplier and user licensees are
required to submit periodic material inventory reports for
review. Nuclear facility licensees are required to submit
periodic safety performance reports for review.

4. Licence Renewal Reviews. All licences are issued for a
limited term after a full review and evaluation of the
detailed information submitted in support of a licence
application. Similarly all applications for licence renewals
are reviewed with particular attention being given to the
past safety compliance performance of the licensee.

5. Monitoring and Review of Radioactive Effluents. All
licensees are required to monitor and report releases of
radioactive effluents. In some cases, these reports are
audited by an independent survey conducted co-operative-
ly by the federal and provincial departments of environ-
ment and health. In all cases, reports are made to the
AECB for appropriate follow-up action. Actions taken as a
result of such review procedures may take a number of
different forms depending on the nature of the licensed
use or operation and the nature of the regulatory breach.
Such actions may include one or more of: (a) determina-
tion and ordering of corrective action (b) removal of
over-exposed person from work areas involving signifi-
cant exposure risk (c) amendment, suspension or revoca-
tion of licence.
