INVESTMENT CANADA ACT

MEASURE TO ENACT

The House resumed consideratian ai Bill C- 15, an Act
respecting investment in Canada, as reported (with amend-
ments) from the Standing Committee on Regional Develop-
ment; and Motions Nos. 4, 6, 7 and 9 (Mr. Axwarthy), No. 10
(Mr. Langdon), Na. il (Mr. Axworthy), No. 14 and 15 (Mr.
Langdon), No. 16 (Mr. Axworthy) and Nos. 17 and 18 (Mr.
Langdon) (p. 4183).

Mr. Stan J. Hovdebo (Prince Albert): Mr. Speaker, just
before the luncheon adjournment 1 was approaching the point
at which 1 wanted ta indicate ta the House the reasons why it
is very important that Canadian investment be pratected. It is
mastly because of the record af ioreign corporations in
Canada. First, foreign companies do not spend nearly as much
on research and development as do Canadian controlled com-
panies. If any Han. Member af the House wishes ta look at the
record af that, he wiII f'ind that Canadian companies will spend
three times as much an research and development as do
foreign-based companies.

Second, foreign-cantrolled firms import much mare than
Canadian-controlled firms, thereby reducing the spinofi effect
and their economie impact upon the country. Foreign campa-
nies imported 22 per cent af their sales, which is five times as
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
